Things to Consider Before You Connect

Protect Against Power Surges

Connect all components before you plug any of their power cords into the wall outlet.
Turn off the TV and/or component before you connect or disconnect any cables.

Make sure all antennas and cables are properly grounded. Refer to the Important Safeguards sheet packed with your TV.

Protect Components from Overheating

Don’t block ventilation holes on any of the components. Arrange the components so that air can circulate freely.
Don’t stack components.
When you place components in a stand, make sure you allow adequate ventilation.

If you connect an audio receiver or amplifier, place it on the top shelf so the heated air from it won’t flow around other
components.

Position Cables Properly to Avoid Audio Interference

Insert each cable firmly into the designated jack.

If you place components above the TV, route all cables down the side of the back of the TV instead of straight down the middle
of the back of the TV.

If your antenna uses 300-ohm twin lead cables, do not coil the cables. Also, keep the twin lead cables away from audio/video
cables.

Setup appears). The menu screens “time out” after a period of time if you don’t make a
selection. The tips in this section tell you how to access the Setup menu screens manually.

Complete the Interactive Setup

The menu system in your TV allows the TV’s features to work properly. In this book, we call it
the “interactive setup” because the TV asks you questions, you answer, and the TV makes the
appropriate adjustments. The first time you turn on your TV, the setup screens appear
automatically.

Set the Menu Language

The first part of the SETUP asks you to select your preferred language for the menu system.
1. Highlight your preferred language for the menu system.

2. Press MENU to select that language.

Complete Auto Channel Search

The next part of the SETUP asks you if you want the TV to search for all channels viewable
through your antenna or cable TV system. This is sometimes called “auto programming.”

1. Press MENU to tell the TV to begin searching for channels. A progress report appears on
the screen.

2. When the screen on the TV tells you the search is complete, press MENU.

Note: If you skip Auto Channel Search now, you can access it later through the Channel
menu. See Chapter 3 for more details.

The Buttons on the Remote Control

0-9 (Number buttons) Enter channel numbers and time settings directly through the remote control. This
button can also be used to select numbered menu items directly.

To enter a two-digit channel, press the two digits. To enter a three-digit channel, press and hold the first digit
for two seconds until two dashes appear to the right of the number, then add the second two. Example: to
tune to channel 123, press and hold 1 for two seconds, press 2, then press 3.

CHAN (up and down) buttons Scan up or down through the current channel list. Press once to change the
channel up or down; press and hold to continue changing channels. Also used as up and down arrows in the
menu system.

CLEAR Removes any menu or display from the screen and returns you to TV viewing. Also cancels the SKIP timer.
DISPLAY Brings up available channel information. This button is also referred to as INFO in the TV’s menu system.

INPUT Changes your TV to its video input channel. The Video Input Channel is the channel your TV must
tune to in order for you to access a component that’s connected to your TV’s VIDEO IN and AUDIO IN jacks.
Example: to view a tape from your camcorder, connect the camcorder to the TV’s AUDIO and VIDEO jacks
with the audio/video cables.

MENU Brings up the Main menu. When in the menu system, selects highlighted items or returns you to the
previous menu.

MUTE Lowers the volume to its minimum level. Press again to restore volume.
POWER Turns the TV on and off.
PREV CH Returns you to the previous channel.

RESET When viewing video, brings up the Pictures Presets menu and sets the picture quality controls to the
Bright setting. Use the number buttons to choose a different picture preset. In the TV’s menu system, this
button also returns the settings of the menu you’re in back to its factory defaults.

SKIP (Commercial Skip) Press once before changing channels. The TV will wait 30 seconds before returning
you to the original channel. Press again to add more time. Press CLEAR to cancel the SKIP timer.

VOL—-or VOL + Decreases or increases the TV’s volume. Also used as left and right arrows in the menu system.

Parental Controls and V-Chip

The Parental Controls menu allows you to program your TV so that children cannot see
certain programs, channels, or use the front panel controls.

The first three choices in the Parental Controls menu involve software inside your TV
(referred to as V-Chip) which allows you to block TV programs and movies based on
violence, sex, or other content you may believe children should not view. In other words, it
lets you program your TV so it won’t display certain programs.

Once you block programs, you or other adults can unblock programs by entering a password.

By default, the software inside your TV is turned “off,” so if you don’t want to use this
feature, you can just ignore it.

Important Note About Parental Controls

Once you've locked Parental Controls, the TV blocks the picture of all channels and
programs that you’ve set as blocked. The screen to the left appears when you try to tune to a
program or channel that’s blocked.

To temporarily unlock Parental Controls when you see the screen to the left:
1. Press DISPLAY on your remote control.

Important: The on-screen display refers to an “INFO” button, which the remote that
comes with your TV does not have. Use the DISPLAY button instead.

2. Use the number buttons on your remote to enter your password. If you want to cancel,
press CLEAR.

3. Once you've successfully entered your password, press CLEAR to exit.

The Parental Controls function remains unlocked until the next time you turn on your TV.

How V-Chip Works

When turned “on,” the V-Chip software reads a code that most broadcasters send with programs. That code tells the
software the program’s age-based rating (TV-MA, TV-14, etc.) and content themes [(Violence (V), Adult Language (L),
etc)]. If you have blocked the rating and/or content themes that the program contains, you will receive the message,
“This channel is not approved for viewing,” when you tune to that particular channel.

Broadcasters are not required to provide content themes, so programs received with no content themes will only be
blocked if you block their age-based rating. You can also block out programs that have been given a rating of “Not

Rated,” and programs that are considered “unrated” because no code has been sent by the broadcaster. The TV age-
based ratings and content themes you can block are listed in the table on the following page.

The program contains one or more of the following
content themes: some suggestive dialogue (D), infrequent coarse language (L), some sexual situations (S), or
moderate violence (V).

TV-G

General Audience. Most parents would find this program suitable for all ages. It contains little or no sexual
dialogue (D) or situations (S), no strong language (L), and little or no violence (V).

TV-Y7

Directed to Children 7 years and older. Designed for children ages 7 and above. It may be more appropriate
for children who have acquired the developmental skills needed to distinguish between make-believe and reality.
Themes and elements in this program may include mild fantasy violence (FV) or comedic violence, or may
frighten children under the age of 7.

TV-Y

All Children. Themes and elements in this program are designed for a young audience, including children from
ages 2-6. It is not expected to frighten younger children.

Blocking Age-Based Ratings

You can automatically block all program ratings above a specified age-based rating level. For
example, if you only want your child to watch programs that have a TV-G rating and lower
(in other words, you want the child to watch TV-G, TV-Y7, and TV-Y), then you need to
block out other programming with higher ratings.

To block programs with higher ratings:

First, determine the lowest level rating you don’t want the child to watch (see chart of
age-based ratings on next page).

Press the VOL + and — buttons to highlight the Rating field.

Press the CHAN up and down buttons on the remote to scroll through the age-based
rating limits. Keep scrolling until the rating corresponding with the lowest rating you do
not want the child to watch appears on the screen.

In the example discussed above, you would scroll through the Rating field until TV-PG
appears, since the highest rating you want the child to watch is TV-G.

Press the VOL + arrow button to move the yellow highlight to the Status field.

Press the CHAN up or down button to toggle between View and Block. The status for
the rating listed to the left and all higher ratings automatically changes to Block (and B).

If you only want your child to watch movies that have a PG rating and lower (in other
words, movies rated PG and G), then you could automatically block out all other movies
with higher ratings.

To block movies:

Viewing Movie Ratings

After you block movie ratings, you have the option of changing some of the rating status
buttons back to View:

1. Highlight the Rating field and press the CHAN up and down buttons to find the rating
you want to view.

2. Press the VOL + button to highlight the rating Status field. Press the CHAN up and down
buttons to change the button from Block to View.

For example, if movies with a rating of PG-13 and higher are blocked, you can change
the rating status corresponding with NC-17.

Audio Menu

Tone Controls Displays the slider controls for adjusting the TV’s treble, bass and balance.

e Unplug the TV for two minutes and then plug it back in. Turn the TV on and try again.
TV turns off while playing

e  Electronic protection circuit may have been activated because of a power surge. Wait 30 seconds and then turn the TV on again.
If this happens frequently, the voltage in your house may be abnormally high or low.

Blank screen
e Make sure the component connected to the TV is turned on.

e  Maybe sound is muted. Press the volume up button to restore sound.

Can‘t select certain channel

clear all menus from your screen.

e If using a VCR, make sure the TV/VCR button on the VCR is in the correct mode (press the TV/VCR button on your VCR).

e The station might be weak. Check the Audio Processor in the Audio menu for sound setup. Go to page 31 for instructions.

No picture, no sound but TV is on

e The channel might be empty — change channels.

e If you're watching your VCR and it's connected with coaxial cable to the ANTENNA jack, tune the TV to channel 3 or 4
(whichever channel is selected on the 3/4 switch on the back of your VCR). Also check to make sure the TV/VCR button on the
VCR is in the correct mode (press the TV/VCR button on your VCR).

Sound okay, picture poor

e Check antenna connections. Make sure all of the cables are firmly connected to the jacks.

e Try adjusting sharpness function to improve weak signals. Go to page 32 for more instructions.

Black box appears on the screen

e Closed-captioning might be on. Check the Closed-Caption Display control panel in the Screen menu. Go to page 33 for more
instructions.

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Troubleshooting

The Remote Control Doesn’t Work

e Something might be between the remote and the remote sensor on the component. Make sure there is a clear path.

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The Front of Your TV

Front Panel

If you cannot locate your remote you can use the front panel of your TV to operate many of the TV’s
features.

MENU Brings up the Main menu. When in the menu system, it selects highlighted items. Also returns you
to the previous menu.

CH V Scans down through the current channel list. When you’re using the TV’s menu system, it acts like
the arrow down button on the remote control.

CH A Scans up through the channel list. When you’re using the TV’s menu system, it acts like the arrow
up button on the remote control.

VOL — Decreases the volume. When you’re using the TV’s menu system, it acts like the left arrow button
on the remote control.

VOL + Increases the volume. When you’re using the TV’s menu system, it acts like the right arrow button
on the remote control.

POWER Turns the TV on and off.

V|DEO L/MONO Front Panel Jacks
You can access the component you connected by pressing the INPUT button on your
remote until FRNT appears on the screen.

VIDEO (in) Allows you to connect a component such as a VCR, camcorder or Internet
access device.

L/MONO (left audio) and R (right audio) Receives audio signals from another
component such as a VCR, camcorder or Internet access device.
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Care and Cleaning

CAUTION: Turn OFF your TV before cleaning.
You can clean the TV as required, using a soft lint-free cloth. Be sure to occasionally dust the ventilation slots in the cabinet to help
assure adequate ventilation.

Black Level The level of black in the picture, sometimes referred to brightness. The black level control is adjusted to compensate
for ambient room light.

Channel Block Allows users to affix security codes to certain channels; typically used by parents to prevent children from viewing
“adult” channels. Channels are blocked and unblocked using the TV’s set’s wireless remote control.

Closed Captioning Dialogue or other text appearing on a TV screen. This feature for the hearing-impaired is now legally mandated
on all TV sets 13 inches or larger.

Coaxial Cable Round antenna wire consisting of a central inner conductor and a cylindrical outer conductor. Used for most video
connections, especially by cable companies. Carries both picture and sound for all available channels.

Contrast The range in brightness between the darkest and brightest areas in a picture.

On-Screen Display Method of showing TV control status (Channel, Time, Parental Controls, etc.) within the picture area.

Parental Controls Allows you to program the TV so that children cannot see certain programs, channels or use the front panel
controls.

Video Input Used to connect the incoming picture portion from an audio/video source. Provides higher picture quality than RF
connection because video and audio are separated.
