1 Introduction

®  Before handling the Motherboard, ground yourself by touching on to an unpainted
portion of the system's metal chassis.

®  Remove the Motherboard from its anti-static packaging. Hold the motherboard by the
edges and avoid touching its components.
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®  Check the Motherboard for damage. If any chip appears to be loose, press carefully
to seat it firmly in its socket.

CPU Mount Procedure: To mount the Coppermine™ processor that you have
purchased separately, follow these instructions.

Lift the socket handle up to a vertical position.

Align the blunt edge of the CPU with the matching pinhole edge on the socket.
Seat the processor in the socket completely and without forcing.

Then close the socket handle to secure the CPU in place.

Remember to connect the CPU Cooling Fan to the appropriate power
connector on the Motherboard. The fan is a key component that stabilizes the
system. It prevents the equipment from overheating and prolongs the life of
your CPU.
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Step 2. Connections to the Motherboard
This section tells how to connect internal peripherals and the power supply to the Motherboard.

The internal peripherals consist of IDE devices (HDD, CD-ROM), Floppy Disk Drive, Chassis
Fan, Front Panel Devices (Internal Speaker, Reset Button and IDE LED Switch.), Wake-On-

LAN card, VGA card, Sound Card, and other devices.

ATX Power On/Off: PWRBT

Connect your power switch to this header (momentary switch type).
To tumn off the system, press this switch and hold down for longer than 4 seconds.

Attach the ATX Power cable to this connector. (This motherboard requires an ATX power supply, an AT
power supply can NOT be used.)
\When using the Power-On by PS/2 Keyboard function, please make sure the ATX power supply is able to

provide at least 720mA on the 5V Standby lead (5VSB) in order to meet the standard ATX specifications.

Step 3. Configure Memory

Your board comes with three DIMM sockets, providing support for up to 1.5GB of main
memory using unbuffered and registered DIMM modules from 8MB to 512MB. On this
motherboard, DRAM speed can be set independent from the CPU front side bus speed.
Depending on the DRAM clock speed setting in the BIOS setup, appropriate memory
modules must be used. For 66MHz DRAM speed, use PC66 memory; for 100MHz DRAM
speed, use PC100 memory; for 133MHz DRAM speed, use PC133 memory.

CMOS Clear (JP5)
In some cases the CMOS memory may contain wrong data, follow the steps below to clear
the CMOS memory.

1.  Clearthe CMOS memory by momentarily shorting pin 2-3 on jumper JP5. This jumper
can be easily identified by its white colored cap.

Note: You must unplug the ATX power cable from the ATX power connector when
performing the CMOS Clear operation.
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3 Quick BIOS Setup

This Motherboard does not require any hardware jumpers to set the CPU operating
frequency. Instead, CPU settings are software configurable through the BIOS [SOYO
COMBO Feature]. The [SOYO COMBO Feature] menu combines the main parameters that
you need to configure your system. They are all in one menu to enable a quick setup in
BIOS.

After completion of hardware installation, turn the power switch on, then press the <DEL>
key while the system diagnostic is checking to enter the Award BIOS Setup program. The

CMOS SETUP UTILITY will be displayed on screen. Then follow these steps to configure
the CPU settings.

Step 1. Select [Standard CMOS Features]
Set [Date/Time] and [Floppy drive type], then set [Hard Disk Type] to “Auto”

Step 2. Select [Load Optimized Defaults]
Select the “Load Optimized Defaults”’menu and type “**at the prompt to load the BIOS
optimal setup.

Step 3. Select [Soyo Combo Feature]
Move the cursor to the [CPU Host/PCI Clock], select the Automatic, and move the cursor to
the [CPU Ratio], field the your CPU Ratio.

Step 4. Select [SAVE & EXIT SETUP]
Press <Enter> to save the new configuration to the CMOS memory, and continue with the
boot sequence.
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4 The SOYO CD

The SOYO-CD will NOT autorun if you use it on an Operating System other
= than Windows 98/98SE/ME.

Your SY-7VMA-B Motherboard comes with a CD-ROM labeled "SOYO CD." The SOYO
CD contains (1) the user's manual file for your new Motherboard, (2) the drivers software
available for installation, and (3) a database in HTML format with information on SOYO
Motherboards and other products.

Step 1. Insert the SOYO CD into the CD-ROM drive

If you use Windows 2000 or NT, the SOYO-CD will not detect your motherboard type. In that
case the following dialog will pop up, please choose your motherboard and press OK. Now
the SOYO-CD Start Up Menu will be shown.

If you use Windows 95/98/ME, the SOYO CD Start Up Program automatically detects
which SOYO Motherboard you own and displays the corresponding model name.

The user's manual files included on the SOYO CD are in PDF (Postscript Document)
format. In order to read a PDF file, the appropriate Acrobat Reader software must be
installed in your system.

Note: The Start Up program automatically detects if the Acrobat Reader utility is already
present in your system, and otherwise prompts you on whether or not you want to install it.
You must install the Acrobat Reader utility to be able to read the user's manual file. Follow
the instructions on your screen during installation, then once the installation is completed,
restart your system and re-run the SOYO CD.

Step 2. Install Drivers and Utilities

Click the Install Drivers button to display the list of drivers software that can be installed
with your Motherboard. The Start Up program displays the drivers available for the
particular model of Motherboard you own. We recommend that you only install those
drivers.

In order to be able to make use of the integrated VGA function in your VIA S3 chipset, you
will need to install this driver first. For Win 9x only.

In order to be able to make use of the integrated VGA function in your VIA S3 chipset, you
will need to install this driver first. For Win 2000 only.

»  VIA S3 Savage Display Driver for Win NT

In order to be able to make use of the integrated VGA function in your VIA S3 chipset, you
will need to install this driver first.

»  VIA Ac97 Codec Driver for Win 9x/98ME/NT/2000
You have to install the drivers before installing any application for the Ac97 codec.

»  VIA hardware monitor for Win 9x/98ME

Your motherboard comes with a hardware monitoring IC. By installing this utility
Temperature, Fan speed and Voltages can be monitored. It is also possible to set alarms
when current system values exceed or fall below pre-set values.

»  7VMA-B Wizard on Hand for (Win 95/98)

Select this Item and click OK to start up the 7VMA-B Wizard on Hand screen.
Follow the instructions on the screen to install the utility and/or application programs you
need. (refer detail instructions on page 15)

Select which driver you want to install and click OK, or click Cancel to abort the driver
installation and return to the main menu.

Note: Once you have selected a driver, the system will automatically exit the SOYO CD to
begin the driver installation program. When the installation is complete, most drivers
require to restart your system before they can become active.

Step 3. Check the Latest Releases
Click the 'Check the latest Releases' button to go the SOYO Website to automatically find
the latest BIOS, manual and driver releases for your motherboard. This button will only
work if your computer is connected to the internet through a network or modem
connection. Make sure to get your modem connection up before clicking this button.

The Clock Racer Utility also provides a user
friendly interface for first time overclockers.

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Quick Trouble shoot tips
Video (no display) related issues

| built a new computer sysem using a Soyo board and nothing happenswhen
turning it on, no video and no beepsfrom the PC speaker. What is happening
and how can it befixed?

No screen and no beeps mean that your CPU and motherboard do not work at dl. It
could be that the CPU is not seated correctly or that acomponent onthe M/B is
grounded (shorted) with the case. Also make sureto check the voltage setting
switch (110V/220V) on the back of the power supply. To isolate the problem do
thefollowing:

1. Pressand hold downonthe“Ins’ (insert) key whileturning on the computer
until you get video. If you do not get video then,

2. Double-check jumpers setting on you motherboard and remove dl add-on
cards, unplug dl hard-disk and floppy-disk drive cablesand seeif you can hear
some beegps. If you gl do not get any beeps, then try putting the motherboard on
the table (to isolate it from the case) with the CPU and spesker only, and giveit one
moretry.

Thefollowing lists some basic beep codes and their possible meanings:

Onelong begp and 3 very short begps - The video card is not detected by
the motherboard. Please re-seat your video card. If you are using an AGP
card, please push your AGP card down red hard. Y ou may haveto push
VERY hard without the AGP card mounting screw. Make sure not to
insert the card the other way around.

Continuous begps —One or more of the memory modulesis not seated
correctly in its socket.

My PCI VGA card worksfinewith my sysem, but when | put in anew AGP
card, it doesnat give me any video. Ismy AGP dot bad?

Thisisacommon problem with AGP video cards. The reason isthat your AGP
card did not get seated into the AGP dot fully and firmly. Please push your AGP
card down into the socket redl hard, it should sngp twice. Y ou may haveto unscrew
the AGP card to dlow the card to go further down. Do teke care not to damagethe
card by usng too much force.

Next, unplug dl other add-on cards except the video card
and floppy drive controller, and seeif it can boot from floppy. Then put back the
peripheras one by oneto identify which one causes the lockup.
