3. After two or three full firm pulls on recoil (or as
soon as engine fires), move speed control to run
position.

4. Operate a new engine at intermediate speeds and
light load for the first few hours as you would a
new automotive engine.

5. To stop engine, move speed control lever on en-
gine to STOP position.

6. If carburetor needs adjustment to start or for oper-
ation, see “Carburetor Readjustment’ section.
