® Coaxial cable is the cable that comes in from your antenna, cable TV service,
or cable converter box. Coaxial cable uses “F’ connectors.

@ Standard stereo A/V cables usually come in sets of three, and are typically
color-coded according to use: yellow for video, red for stereo right audio, and
white for stereo left (or mono) audio. Your TV's standard A/V inputs are
color-coded in the same manner as the cables.

® S-Video cable is for use with video equipment that has S-Video connectors.

©® Component video cables come in sets of three (typically color-coded red,
green, and blue), and are for use with video equipment that has component video
connectors. Your TV's ColorStream® (component video) inputs are color-coded in
the same manner as the cables.

Using the remote control

Preparing the remote control for use

Your TV remote control can operate your TV and most cable converter boxes, satellite receivers, VCRs, DVD
players, and HTIBs (home theater in a box), even if they are different brands.

If you have a Toshiba device:
Your TV remote control is preprogrammed to operate most Toshiba devices. See pages 14 and 17.

If you have a non-Toshiba device or a Toshiba device that the remote control is not preprogrammed
to operate:
You can program the TV remote control so it will operate the other device. See pages 15-16.

Installing the remote control batteries

Troubleshooting

Before calling a service technician, please check the following table for a possible cause of the problem and some solutions.

+ Make sure the remote control device switch is set to the correct position for the signal source
you are trying to view (p. 14).

» Make sure the TV/CABLE setting (in the SET UP menu) corresponds with your signal source
(TV antenna or cable) (p. 21).

+ Adjust the PICTURE menu settings (pgs. 25-27).

« If you have two VCRs connected to your TV, do not connect the same VCR to the TV's output
and input connections at the same time (p. 11).

« If you have both a DVD player (or satellite receiver) and a VCR connected, make sure both
are not connected to the same A/V IN terminals on the TV (p. 9).

+ Do not connect a standard video cable and an S-video cable to VIDEO-1 on the TV back
(or VIDEO-3 on the TV front) at the same time (pgs. 7-12).

+ The SVM feature can sometimes make the picture look artificial. If SVM is on, and you want the
video material you are watching to look more natural, try turning off the SVM feature (p. 26).

» Make sure the remote control device switch is set to the correct position (p. 14).
« Set the CLOSED CAPTION feature to OFF (p. 28).

« The station may have broadcast difficulties. Try another channel.

+ Adjust the TINT and/or COLOR in the PICTURE menu (p. 25).

* If you change the direction of the TV while the TV is on, the picture may suffer from color
shading.
