To install Batteries

Battery Replacement
When batteries become weak, the operating distance of the Remote Control is greatly reduced and you will need
to replace the batteries.

Turning on the Unit and TV

2)Turn on the TV by pressing its POWER button.

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Basic playback Playlng a Disc

This owner’s manual explains the basic instructions of this DVD Unit. Some DVD discs are
produced in a manner that allows specific or limited operation during playback. As such, the
DVD Unit may not respond to all operating commands. This is not adefect in the DVD Unit. Refer
to the instruction notes of discs.

“ @ " may appear on the TV screen during operation. A “ @ " means that the desired
operation is not permitted by the DVD Unit or the disc.

Playing a Disc
1.Press the STANDBY ()/ON button on the front panel or press the STANDBY ()/ON button on the remote control
to turn on the Unit while the Unit is in standby mode, press the FUNCTION button to select DVD mode.

See CUSTOMIZING THE FUNCTION SETTINGS before proceeding to step 2.

2.Press the OPEN 4 button on the top. The disc lid opens.

3.Place the disc on the disc tray with the label side up.

4.Press the disc tray's lid to close.

5.The Unit will take a short while to load the disc and automatically begin playback.

Note:

« Let the disc tray open completely before removing the disc. Press the disc tray's lid to close the disc tray after you
remove the disc.

« When playing a disc other then CDG with a video image (CD-V, CD-I etc.), the video image will not shoen on the
TV set.

Pausing playback (still mode)

Press the || PAUSE button on the remote control. To resume normal playback, press the » PLAY button.

Stopping playback
Press the B STOP button at the location where you want to interrupt playback. To resume playback at the position
where the disc was stopped, press the » PLAY button.

If you press the B STOP button twice, the Unit's memory will be cleared and pressing the » PLAY button will reset
the disc to the beginning.

To skip to a different track
« Press the < SKIP/SEARCH button on the front panel /[l PREV button on the remote once to skip to the start of
the previous track.

* Press the SKIP/SEARCH B> button on the front panel / »» NEXT button on the remote to skip to the next track.
« For audio CD/CDG disc, use the number buttons (remote control only) to jump straight to that track number.

To search through the track

Playing / Recording a Tape

Recording from microphones

1.Connect the hand microphone(s) to MIC jack.

3.Press the KARAOKE button.

4. Adjust the ECHO/KEY CONTROL/VOCAL controls.

5.Insert a tape into the cassette compartment.

6. Press the PAUSE button of the cassette deck.

7. Press the RECORD button.

8. Press the PAUSE button again.

Maintenance

Cleaning Disc

A defective or soiled disc inserted into the Unit can cause sound to drop out during playback.

Handle the disc by holding its inner and outer edges.

« Do NOT touch the surface of the unlabeled side of the disc.

< Do NOT stick paper or tape on the surface.

* Do NOT expose the disc to direct sunlight or excessive heat. %
» Clean the disc before playback. Wipe the disc from the center outward with a

cleaning cloth.

¢ NEVER use solvents such as benzine or alcohol to clean the disc.
« Do NOT use irregular shape discs (example : heart shaped, octagonal, etc.). They may cause malfunctions.

Cleaning the Unit

« Be sure to turn the Unit off and disconnect the AC power cord before maintaining the Unit.
* Wipe the Unit with a dry soft cloth.

If the surfaces are extremely dirty, wipe clean with a cloth which has been dipped in a weak soap-and-water solution
and wrung out thoroughly, then wipe with a dry cloth.

* Never use alcohol, benzine, thinner, cleaning fluid or other chemicals. Do NOT use compressed air to remove dust.

Before transporting the Unit, remove disc from the CD tray.
