No picture

® Check that the system’s cables are connected securely.

® The video connecting cord is damaged. Replace it with a new
one.

® Make sure you connect the system to the video input connector
on your TV.

® Make sure you turn on the TV.

® Make sure you select the video input on the TV so that you can
view the pictures from this system.

The picture quality is low

® Clean the disc.

® If video from this system has to go through your VCR to get to
your TV, the copy-protection applied to some DVD programs
could affect picture quality. If you still experience problems
after checking your connections, please try connecting your
DVD system directly to your TV's S-Video input, if your TV is
equipped with this input.

The aspect ratio of the screen cannot be changed even

though you set TV TYPE in the SETUP menu when you play a

wide picture.

® The aspect ratio is fixed on your DVD disc.

® If you connect the system with the S-Video cable, connect
directly to the TV.
