. Donot pullor carry by the cord, use the cord as ahandle, close a dooron the

cord, or pull the cord around sharp edges or corners. Do notrun the vacuum
cleaner overthe cord. Keep the cord away from heated surfaces.

. Donot unplug by pulling on the cord. To unplug, grasp the plug, notthe cord.

. Donot handle the plug or the vacuum cleaner with wethands.

. Donot putany objectsinto the openings. Do not use with any opening

blocked: keep free of dust, lint, hair and anything that may reduce air flow.

. Keep hair, loose clothing, fingers and all the parts of your body away from
openings and moving parts.

Do not pick up anything thatis burning or smoking, such as cigarettes,
matches or hot ashes.

Do not use without dust compartment and filters in place.
Turn offall controls before unplugging.
Use extra care when cleaning on stairs.

Do not useto pickup flammable or combustible liquids such as gasoline, or
use inareas where they may be present.

Ifthe supply cord ofthis appliance is damaged, it mustonly bereplaced by
FANTOM, because special purpose tools are required.

Connectto aproperly grounded outlet only. See "Grounding Instructions".
The use of an extension cord is not recommended. If an extension cordis
absolutely necessary, use at leasta 16 gauge 3-wire cord which has a

3-prong grounding type plug and a 3-pole receptacle that accepts the
machine plug.

Grounding Instructions

This appliance mustbe grounded. Ifit should malfunctionor breakdown, groundingprovides a pathof least resistance
for electric shock. This applianceis equipped witha cord havingan equipment-grounding conductor(C),and grounding
plug (A). The plug mustbe plugged intoan appropriate outlet(B) that isproperly installed andgrounded in accordance

This appliance isfor use ona nominal
120 volt circuitand has agrounding
plug that lookslike the plug(A) illustrat-
ed in thesketch.

A temporaryadapter (D) maybe used to
connect this plugto a 2-polereceptacle
(E) if aproperly grounded outletis not
available. The temporary adapter
should be usedonly until aproperly
grounded outlet (B)can be installed by
a qualified electrician. The green col-
ored rigid ear, lug, orthe like (F)extend-
ing from the adapter must beconnected
to a permanentground such asa prop-
erly grounded outletbox cover. When-
ever the adapteris used, itmust be held
in place by a metal screw (G).

NOTE: In Canada, theuse of atempo-
rary adapter isnot permitted bythe
Canadian Electrical Code.
