Low Battery

When the battery icon shows in 3 , it indicates the battery power is running
out. You should connect the player to power charger for charging.

*Remark: the player can be charged while the ON/OFF button is in ON status. When you connect
the player to power charger, the player turn on automatically and enter the Main Menu mode, the
jumping battery icon will show on the display of STOP mode. You can use the player when the
player is charging.

Accessory disk has been provided with video converting tool. It is unnecessary to
install. You can use it by copying it to your PC directly. For example: copy the
whole folder of “SMV Transcoding” to the folder “c:\program files\" of your PC.
Then enter this folder, click “video2smv.exe” to open video converting tool:
