Setting the Temperature Control

? Your unit has only one control for regulating the temperature. The temperature control is located
on the lower unit.

? The first time you turn the unit on, set the temperature control to “6.”

? The range of the temperature control is from position "1” to “6”. After 24 to 48 hours, adjust the
temperature control to the setting that best suites your needs. The setting of “4” should be
appropriate for use.
