@ The aerial adaptor is designed for use exciusively with a 750hm coaxial cable. It cannot be used with a BOOGhm
feeder wire. For safety, install an external aerial conforming to AS 1417.1 (in Australia oniy).

Precautions when connecting the aerial

@ Whenever possible, use a coaxial cable which is not affected by interference to connect the aerial. Avoid using
a parallel feeder wire as interference may ocour, causing reception to be unstable and stripe noise to appear on
the screen,

@ Avoid using indoor aerial as this may be affected by interference.

@ Keep the power cord and connection cords as far away from the aerial wire as possible.
