* High Particulate Efficiency: The
PermalLife® filter will remove 99.5% of
particles as small as 0.5 micron particles
from the air that passes through the filter.

* lonizer: The ionizer improves the quality of
air in the room by releasing negative ions
into the air that attract positively charged
dust, smoke, and pollen particles.

* Filter Calendar: Filter maintenance is critical
to the performance of the air purifier. To help
you determine when to clean the pre-filter
and the PermalL.ife® filter, the unit has a built
in Filter Calendar Dial that keeps track of the
life remaining on each filter.

5. ALWAYS UNPLUG the Air Purifier when it
is not in operation, while the filter is being
changed, and while it is being cleaned.

6. DO NOT tilt or move the Air Purifier while it
is in operation.

Dust and other irritants are pulled into the air
purification system by the fan. The washable
pre-filter attracts larger particles like, pet
dander, hair, and odor causing particles
and traps them on the pre-filter. Smaller
particles such as dust, mold, and pollen pass
through the pre-filter and are captured by the

PermalLife® filter. Up to 99.95% of particles
as small as .5 microns can be captured.

The ionizer charges any remaining particles
causing them to clump together and fall to the
floor or surface where they can be removed
by cleaning. Clean, purified air is then
released into the room through the side grill.
(Figure 4.)

Your new Hunter Desktop Air Purifier can be
setup to operate either standing up or turned
on it's side. To run the Air Purifier on it's side:

1. Turn the unit off and unplug from power.

2. Locate the Rubber Feet located on the side
of the Air Purifier. Figure 5.

FILTER REPLACEMENT

Filter Change Calendar: The filter calendar
is designed to optimize the performance of
the air purifer by reminding you when to check
the PERMAIife® and Pre-filters. It is located
around the speed control dial.

Pre-filter Calendar: The outer knob of the
filter change calendar is the pre-filter counter.
To use, align the pre-filter symbol (waar) on
the ring with the month that you installed the

pre-filter. The inspection symbol (C~) on
the outer knob points to the month in which
you should check the pre-filter for wear. The
pre-filter is designed for 3 months of usage.
Replacing or checking the pre-filter (wannr

) in May means the filter would need to be
checked again (C) in August. Figure 8.

PERMAIife® Filter Calendar: The
PERMAIife® Filter indicator is located in

the center of the calendar ring. To set the
PERMAIlife Filter counter, rotate the calendar
ring to align the filter symbol (W) with the
month that you checked/replaced the filter.
Since the filter is designed for 6 months of
use, the second indicator (C) will serve as
a reminder to check the filter every 6 months.
If the PERMAIife® filter (W) is checked in
February, then the filter would need to be
checked again (C) in August. Figure 9.

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CLEANING

NOTE: To avoid the risk of electric shock, the
unit should be unplugged before cleaning.

1. Clean the outside of the unit with a soft,
damp cloth. The front grill can be cleaned
in soapy water after it has been removed
from the unit and the pre-filter has been
removed. See Figure 1.

NOTE: Ensure the grill is completely dry
before reinstalling it on the unit. Failure to
do so could cause damage to the filters or
motor.

2. At least every 90 days, open the front grill,
remove the washable pre-filter, and clean
it. If necessary, it can be cleaned more
often. Remember to change the Pre-Filter
Calendar Dial to reflect the new cleaning.

3. The PermalLife® filter should be removed
every 6 months of use and cleaned. With
a vacuum cleaner and upholstery brush
attachment, gently run the upholstery brush
over the cleanable filter until all particles
are removed from the filter. An arrow
indicating which side to clean is present on
the top of the filter.

Note: Filter discoloration is normal and will not
be removed by vacuuming. Do not attempt to
wash the filter as damage to the Filter or Air
Purifier may occur.

If any part of your PermalLife® Air Purification
System (“Air Purifier”) motor fails during the
first five (5) years from the date of installation
due to a defect in material or workmanship,
we will provide a replacement Air Purifier free
of charge. Installation is deemed to occur at
the date of purchase.

If the Air Purifier cord, ionizer, or front grill fails
any time within one (1) year after installation
due to a defect in material or workmanship,
we will replace or, at our option, repair the unit
free of charge at our nearest service center
or at our Service Department in Memphis,
Tennessee. You will be responsible for all
parts and labor costs after this one-year
period.
