Good diéhwashing starts
with HOT water.

To get dishes clean and dry, you

need hot water. To help you get water
of the proper temperature, your
dishwasher automatically heats the
water in the wash cycle. For good
washing and drying, the entering

water must be at least 120°F. To
prevent dish damage, inlet water

shouid not exceed i50°F.

How to test water temperaiure:
Check the water temperature
inside your dishwasher with a
candy or meat thermometer

Let the dishwasher run through
one fill and pump out cycle, then
let the dishwasher fill with water
the second time.
When you hear the water stop
filling, unlatch the door and slowly
openit.
Measure the temperature of the

If the temperature is less
than 120°F, you will not get good
washing results. Higher water
temperature is needed to dissolve

Helpful hints: If outside
temperatures are unusually low, or
if vour water travels a long distance
from water heater to dishwasher,
vou may need to set your water
heater’s thermostat up. If you have

How to choose and use
the right detergent.

First, use only powder or liquid
detergent specifically made for

use in dishwashers. Other types
will cause oversudsing,

Second, check the phosphate
content. Phosphate helps prevent
hard-water materials from forming
spots or film on your dishes. If
your water is hard (7 grains or
more), your detergent has to work
harder. Detergents with a higher
phosphate level will probably work
better. If the phosphate content is
low (8.7% or less), you’ll have to
use extra detergent with hard water.

Your water department can tell
you how hard your water is. So
can your county extension agent.
Or your area’s water softener
coinpany. Just cail and ask them
how many “grains” of hardness is
in your water.

How much detergent should you
use? That depends. Is vour water

“hard” or “soft”? With hard water,
you need extra detergent to get
dishes ciean. With soft water, you
need less detergent.

Too much detergent with soft water
not only wastes money, it can be
harmful. It can cause a pcrmanent
cloudiness of glassware, called
“etching” An outside layer of glass
is etched away' But why take a
chance when it’s easy to find out

the hardness of your water.

Keep your detergent fresh and
dry. Under the sink isn’t a good
place to store detergent. Too much
moisture. Don’t put powder
detergent into the dispenser until
you’re ready to wash dishes, either.
(It won’t be fresh OR dry.)

If your powder detergent gets old
or lumpy, throw it away. It won’t
wash well. Old detergent often won’t
dissolve.

If you use a liquid dishwasher
detergent, these precautions are not
necessary because liquid detergents
don’t “lump” as they age or come
in contact with water.

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How to load your dishwasher

This is a random mixed load, the most common type you
will have.

Make sure dishes are properly ioaded to insure that
water can reach the soiled surfaces. The wash arm in the
bottom sprays water up. The tower that rises in the
center sends water out over the dishes to wash the items
in the upper rack.

How to load the TOP RACK

The top rack is best for glasses, cups and saucers. Cups
and glasses fit best along the sides. This is the place for
dishwasher-safe plastics, too. Make sure small plastic
items are lodged in tightly so they can’t fall onto the
Calrod® heating unit.

The wash tower rises through the center of the bottom
rack during the wash and rinse portions of the cycle.
Don’t biock it or load tall things next to it. Also, be
careful not to let portions of items such as knives,
skewers or pot handles extend through the bottom rack
or the silverware basket.

Sauce pans, mixing bowls and other small items may be
placed—face down—in the top rack. The top rack is
handy for all kinds of odd shapes.

Small plastic items, such as measuring spoons and lids
from small containers, are not recommended for
automatic dishwashing. If placed in the dishwasher, they
should go in the bottom of the silverware basket with the

silverware on top.

Built-in dishwashers often
use an air gap. Keep it clean
An air gap is a plumbing device. i
protects your dishwasher against
water backing up into it if a drain
clogs. The air gap is not a part of
the dishwasher. And you may not
even have one. Not all plumbing
codes require air gaps.

If you have an air gap, check it at
least once a month. THE AIR
GAP IS NOT PART OF YOUR

DISHWASHER. IT IS NOT
COVERED IN YOUR WARRANTY.

The air gap is easy to clean. With
most types, first turn off the
dishwasher, then lift off the chrome
cover. Then unscrew the plastic cap
and check for any build-up of grit.
A toothpick makes cleaning easy.

Check the air gap any time your
dishwasher isn’t draining well.
