Water
temperature must be 120°F (49°C) water at dishwasher. e
Use 3&" 0.D. copper tubing with compression fitting or
flexible braided water supply line (2" minimum plastic
tubing is not recommended). Use a 90° elbow with 34"
N.P.T. external pipe threads on one end. Do not solder
within 6" (15.2 cm) from water inlet valve.

Drain Requirements: A new drain hose is supplied with
your dishwasher. If this is not long enough, use a new drain
hose with a maximum length of 12' (3.7 m) (Part No.
