Cups, bowls and plates with concave

- bases.

These do not dry completely since water
collects in the cavities, from where it cannot
evaporate quickly enough.

: Decorate dishes
‘Glazedcolours withstand washing

: Not glazed colours
. Golours applied above the glaze may be of

a quality which offers good resistance.to
mechanical washing for a normal lifetime.

it is diifficult to prevent more delicate colours
from fading with frequent use.

If in doubt about the resistance of a
partrcuiar service, wash one or two pieces
in the dishwasher each time for about four

. weeks (use an itern already damaged |f
possible).-

. Aluminium items -
- -Anodized aluminium items may become

drscoloured

Silver cutlery -

Silver items may stain if they comeinto |
contact with foods containing sulphur (eggs
legumes, etc.).

These stains can be removed usmg
products forsilverware.

Handmade items ,
Handmade items are rarely suitable for -

" washing in the dishwasher.

- The relatively high water temperatures and
the detergents used may damage them.

' Wooden items |
Wooden items such as chopplng -boards do

notwﬁhstand mechanlcal washing, and may

warp of crack.

Old knives

" Knives with the blade giued into the handie

must not be washed in the dishwasher,
" since the adhesives used do not withstand -
heat. _

Plastlc dishes

Plastic dishes do not. wnthstand heat and
may become misshapen.

Heat-proof plastic dishes must only be
washed in the top basket. '

Glass and 'cryétal b
Generally speaking glass items can be
washed in the dishwasher. There are,

however, certain types of glass thattend to -

become opaque after numerous wash
cycles; wash delicate glass items using a
"delicate" washing program, if avaﬂablfj)’
in any event, the least intensive of the
available programs. -
