Different brands of
dishwasher detergent
have different amounts
of phosphorus. Phospho-
rus softens water and
helps prevent water
spots on dishes.

If water is hard and
phosphorus content is
low (6.0% or less), you
may need to use more
detergent or use a brand
with a higher phosphorus
content (8.7% or higher).

Do not add detergentun-
fil you are ready to wash.

Five control pads and the signal lights al-
low you to set and check the dishwasher’s
function. A “beep” sounds eachtime a pad
is pressed under normal conditions.

When first installed, the signal lights will
flash rapidly in order. The signal lights will
also flash following a power failure. Press
the CANCEL pad twice to clear the signal
lights. To start the dishwasher, press the
START pad once to display the cycle. The
dishwasher is preset for the NORMAL cycle
with the HEAT DRY option. If you want this
cycle, press START again.

To select a different cycle and/or option,
just press the CYCLE pad and/or OPTIONS
pad until the cycle and/or option you want
is indicated by the signal lights.

Special tips on dishwasher use

Remember, use your dishwasher only for the job it was designed to do.
Some items are not dishwasher safe or may require special care.
Read these special tips for the following items:

Aluminum: Aluminum loses its bright, shiny appearance and darkens in color due to minerals in
the water and the alkalinity of the dishwasher detergent. Colored aluminum may fade.

TIPS: If washed in the dishwasher avoid placing directly in front of detergent dispenser where
it could be sprinkled with undissolved detergent, causing spotting, pitting, and discoloration.
Follow utensil manufacturers’ cleaning instructions.

China: Hand-painted, metal-trimmed, and antique china fade due to high water temperatures
and alkaline detergent solution in the dishwasher. NOTE: Delicate, antique items should not be
washed in the dishwasher.

TIPS: Load china carefully. Do not allow pieces to touch each other. Test one piece by washing it
daily in the dishwasher for several weeks. Then compare it with the rest of the set to see if colors
have changed.

Crystal and decorative glasses: Crystal can break from sudden exposure to high water
temperature. Metal trim and colorful decoration on glass will fade in time when washed in the
dishwasher. NOTE: Delicate, antique items should not be washed in the dishwasher.

TIPS: Load crystai carefully in top rack only. Be sure to load a few larger items in the bottom rack
to reduce amount of force of water spray reaching glassware from lower spray arm. Use the
shortest cycle.

Flatware: Salty and acidic foods may tarnish silver and stainless flatware if allowed to remain on
the utensils. A film may form on sterling silver and silver plate items washed in a dishwasher. This film is
caused by reaction of silver with chlorine in the detergent. Gold fiatware is not dishwasher safe.

TIPS: Rinse flatware as soon as possible, especially if it is not to be washed right away. Dishwasher
detfergent may remove antigue finishes. Wash by hand. Tarnish and film build-up can be removed
with silver polish.

Cast iron utensils: The seasoned finish will be removed in the dishwasher. Rusting will result,
TIPS: Wash by hand. To re-season, coat with unsalted fat and heat in a slow oven foran hour ortwo.

Plastics: Many plastics will have “Dishwasher Safe” written on them. Some plastics are heat
sensitive and may melf or warp.

TIPS: If in doubt, try one piece. Place in upper rack only. AIR DRY opftion provides additional
protection.

Non-stick finish utensils: Most can be washed in the dishwasher
TIPS: Follow manufacturers’ suggestions.

WOOd: Many wooden items will crack and warp or lose their finish.

TIPS: Do not wash cutting boards, wooden salad bowls or knives with wooden handles in the
dishwasher.

Pewter or pewter-like materials: may streak, discolor, and pit.
TIPS: To keep pewter at its very best, hand wash with mild detergent.

Dishwasher care & cleaning:

Exterior — Regular use of a soft damp cloth or sponge
and a mild detergent is all that is necessary, in most cases
to keep the outside of your dishwasher nice looking and
clean. Interior — Hard water minerals may cause a
white film to build-up on the inside surfaces,
especially just beneath the door areaq.
Wear rubber gloves when cleaning
the dishwasher interior. Do not use
any type of cleanser other than
dishwasher detergent because

it may cause foaming or sudsing.

To remove spots and film, try a vinegarrinse ...

Check for rainbow hue on glasses. A rainbow hue is the
first sign of etching (corrosion of glass). Reduce the amount
of dishwasher detergent. Use a detergent with a lower
phosphorus content.

If water pressure is low do not use water for other purposes
while dishwasher is running (to assure correct water fills).
Make sure dishes and glassware are loaded properly to
assure adequate rinsing and draining. Do not overload.

Temporary remedy:

1. Setempty dishwasher for a “one wash” cycle.

2. Start dishwasher and unlatch door to stop it when it has
filled forthe wash part of the cycle.

3. Add 4 to V2 cup (120 to 240 ml) of citric acid crystals
(usually available in drugstores).

4. Close and latch doorto complete cycle.

Permanent solution: Install an iron or manganese filter to

home water supply.

Rinse flatware that is to stand for several hours before
washing (use Rinse & Hold). Clean stained items with silver
polish and re-wash. Do not put stainless steel and sliver
flatware In the same sliverware basket compartment.
Direct contact between these metals can cause perma-
nent damage to the silver.

Remove spots with silver polish. Avoid spilling concentrated
detergent on wet flatware.

Remove tarnish with silver polish. Have silverreplated.

Allow dishwasher to complete cycle

Some plumbing codes require use of a drain air gap be-
tween an undercounter dishwasher and the drain system
of the house. The air gap is usually located above the sink
oronthe top of the counter nearthe dishwasher to prevent
the possibility of water backing up from the drain into the
dishwasher due to a plugged drain. The drain air gap is
NOT o part of the dishwasher and is NOT covered by the
dishwasher warranty. The drain air gap should be kept
cleanto insure proper draining of the dishwasher.



If you need service or assistance,
we suggest you follow these five steps:

* Are you using the POTS & PANS Cycle or HI-TEMP Wash-
ing Option? Is the dishwasher waiting for water fo
heat?

If water remains in the dishwasher:

* Has the cycle completed?

* A small amount of remaining water is normal.

 |s drain air gap of drain hose clogged?

If detergent remains in the covered detergent cup:

¢ |s the botftom rack in backwards? (The rack bumpers
should be at the front)

s |s the dishwasher detergent fresh and dry without
lumps?

* Is the cycle completed?

If you hear grinding, grating, crunching, buzzing

sounds:

¢ A hard object has probably entered the POWER
CLEAN Module. The sound should stop when the ob-
ject is ground up.

If the WATER HEATING Signal light flashes:

* Have you run water at the nearest sink before starting
dishwasher?

s |s water temperature at least140°F (60°C)? Set water
heater thermostat to a higher setfting.

If signal lights flash and the dishwasher stops or will

not run:

* Has there been a power failure?

¢ |s the cycle pause feature on? (See page 11.)

If conirol pads don't work:

¢ Is the lock-out feature on? (See page 12).

If the beep does not sound when pads are pressed:
* Has the sound signal been turned off? (See page 12.)
