In order for these images to appear natural on your screen when output in progressive format,
the progressive signal's need to be converted to match the type of DVD software that you are
watching.

When you play video-based software in progressive signal format, sections of some types of images may
appear unnatural due to the conversion process when output through the COMPONENT VIDEO OUT jacks.

MP3 is audio compression technology that
satisfies the ISO/MPEG regulations. JPEG is
image compression technology.

However,
the discs must be recorded according to
1SO9660 Level 1, Level 2 or Joliet format for
the player to recognize the tracks (or files).
Y ou can also play discs recorded in Multi
Session.

Refer to the instructions supplied with the
CD-R/CD-RW drives and the recording
software (not supplied) for details on the
recording format.

Note on Multi Session discs

If MP3 audio tracks or JPEG image files are
recorded in the first session, the player will
also play MP3 audio tracks or JPEG image
filesin other sessions. If audio tracks and
imagesin Music CD format or Video CD
format are recorded in the first session, only
thefirst session will be played back.

The player may not be able to play some DATA
CDs created in the Packet Write format.
