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Basic Operation
Operations in this section are common for all

discs types (DVD, CD, Video CD, and Super-VCD). 

TURNING THE PLAYER ON/OFF

Press POWER (23) on the remote control to turn
the player on, off, or to standby mode.

PLAY DISC

1. Press POWER (33) to turn on the player.

2. Holding the disc by its edge, slide it into
the disc slot with the label side up.

3. Press PLAY/PAUSE (7); the disc will begin
playing.

4. If the disc doesn't begin playback
automatically, press PLAY/PAUSE (7)
again.

STOP DISC

Press STOP (28) once to stop play. Press

PLAY/PAUSE (7) to resume playback.

REMOVE DISC

Press OPEN/CLOSE (1) to eject the disc for

removal.

PAUSE/RESUME PLAY 

Press PLAY/PAUSE (7) to pause play. Press

PLAY/PAUSE (7) to resume play.

VOLUME CONTROL

The audio output volume can be controlled

using the volume buttons. Press either VOLUME

(15) button, and a volume bar graphic will

appear in the OSD indicating the volume level.

Press repeatedly or hold the volume button to

raise or lower the volume.

SLOW REWIND/SLOW FORWARD 

Slow motion playback can be done by pressing

the R.SLOW (9) or F.SLOW (26) buttons once.

The setup menu has selections for disc playback

setup that usually include audio, language, sub-

titles, playback, and special features.

The

disc information will appear on screen.

If the menu appears on more than one page the

<< >> icons will be displayed. Use the DIREC-

TIONAL (5) buttons to move to the additional

menu pages.

Use the DIRECTIONAL (5) buttons to highlight

an ALBUM or ROOT then press PLAY/PAUSE (7).

If an ALBUM is selected, the album sub-menu will

be displayed. If ROOT is selected, the track titles

will be displayed since there are no albums titled.

Use the DIRECTIONAL (5) buttons to select the

desired track and press PLAY/PAUSE (7) to

begin playback. During playback information

will be displayed on screen.

TV TUNER

Press the A/V SEL (18) button until the monitor

displays TUNER. With the antenna connected,

press CH. SEARCH (17) to locate all the avail-

able channels. Use the CHANNEL (16) buttons

to go to the desired channels.

NOTE: This unit is equipped to display CATV channels if
connected to a cable input signal.
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The setup menu contains settings for disc play-

back and should be used to adjust the DVD play-

er according to the disc being played, personal

preferences, and the type of equipment the DVD

player is connected to.

■ Use only the parts included with the unit
to ensure proper operation. The use of
unauthorized parts can cause malfunc-
tions.

MOUNTING THE UNIT

This unit can be mounted by using the brackets

supplied in the kit. Attach the mounting brack-

ets as shown in the drawing below according to

the final mounting position of the player.

If mounting the player under a seat, attach the

brackets using the bottom holes. This will allow

the player sufficient ventilation for proper oper-

ation and avoid moisture collection that may

cause improper operation.

Always mount the player to a solid location to

avoid possible vibration and shock.

NOTE: The DV2005 can be mounted vertically or hori-
zontally for greater versatility.

Installation
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WIRING CONNECTIONS

1. POWER CONNECTOR - The RED fused power
wire must be connected to a wire that has
(+) 12 volts when the key is in the acces-
sory position. The BLACK ground wire must
be connected to a paint-free, clean metal
chassis point, preferably scraped sheet
metal.

2. EXTERNAL REMOTE CONTROL CONNECTOR -
Insert the 1/8" pin plug for the External
Remote Sensor eye into this socket.

3. VIDEO SIGNAL - Connect the YELLOW
Composite Video RCA cable to this jack.

4. AUDIO SIGNAL - Connect the system L/R
stereo Audio RCA cables to these jacks.
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PROBLEM SOLUTION

NO SOUND 1. Using the remote control, make sure the volume is not 
lowered.

2. Check all audio cable connectors in the system for loose or 
improper connections.

3. Test system components for proper power and operation.
4. Make sure that none of the components is in MUTE mode.

NO PICTURE 1. Check all video cable connectors in the system for loose or 
improper connections.

2. Test system components for proper power and operation.
3. Make sure the monitor is turned on and set to the proper 

channel or input zone.

NO REMOTE FUNCTION 1. Remove any objects that may be blocking the IR eye.
2. Make sure the remote IR eye is fully plugged into the 

connector on the rear panel.
3. Test and replace any depleted remote control batteries.

PARTIAL OR NO DISPLAY 1. Inspect the disc for damage or dirt.
2. Check the monitor power and video cables for loose 

connections.
3. Check the system setting to make sure all components are 

set for the same system type.

DISC WON'T EJECT 1. Wait 10 seconds before pressing the EJECT button again.
2. If the disc won't eject with the EJECT button on the front 

panel use the EJECT button on the remote control.

FORGOT YOUR PASSWORD 1. Press POWER from a cold start with the unit off. Press the 
R. SKIP and F.SKIP buttons on the front panel and press 
ENTER on the remote at the same time .

2. Press the SETUP button on the remote control to select 
the Parental Mode. The Parental Mode is now unlocked as 
indicated on the display. Press the DOWN button to select 
Parental Mode. Press UP; the Create Password display will 
appear. Press ENTER. You can now set your rating level and 
change your password to a new number.
