Troubleshooting

Operation is not possible.

=» Microcomputer malfunction due to lightning or static
electricity. Turn off the power and unplug the power
cord, then connect the power cord again.

=» Moisture condensation caused by a sudden change
of temperature or humidity. Turn off the power, then
turn it on a few hours later.

= The disc does not allow the operation, or an
unplayable disc is inserted.
