Tracks may have one or more indexes, as
indicated on the disc case.To make playback easy and convenient, your player lets
you select tracks and indexes.

Some Video CDs have Play Back Control (PBC), which is a predefined playback
sequence stored on the disc.

SuperVCD

SuperVCD discs are based on the superVCD 1.0 Standard, refering to the Standard
of the Information Industry Department of the People’s Republic of China.

Audio CD

Audio CDs contain music tracks only.
