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Setting up the TV

Press SOURCE (DISC on the remote) to select disc source.

Turn on the TV and set it to the correctVideo In channel.
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Setting the clock

In standby mode, press and hold CLOCK on the remote.

When the hour digits flash, turn VOLUME-/+ on the system or press VOLUME+/- on the
remote to set the hours.

Press CLOCK again and the minute digits flash. Then turn VOLUME-/+ on the system or
press VOLUME-+/- on the remote to set the minutes.

Press CLOCK again to confirm the time setting.

1) Turn off your TV progressive scan mode or turn on to interlaced mode.
