Things to Consider Before You Connect

Protect Against Power Surges

Connect all components before you plug any of their power cords into the wall outlet.
Turn off the TV and/or components before you connect or disconnect any cables.

Make sure all antennas and cables are properly grounded. Refer to the Important Safeguards sheet
packed with your DVD player.

Protect Components from Overheating

Don’t block ventilation holes on any of the components. Arrange the components so that air can
circulate freely.

Don't stack components.
When you place components in a stand, make sure you allow adequate ventilation.

Explanation of Input Jacks and Cables

This section describes the jacks and cables you can use to make connections (some of the cables may not provided with your DVD player).
There are several ways to connect components to your DVD player.

Different jacks and cables provide a different level of performance (this book categorizes these levels as Excellent, Very Good, and Good). It’s
important to remember, we're talking about degrees of picture improvement for comparison. If your component has component video, S-
VIDEO, composite video (VIDEO, AUDIO Left and Right); component video would be considered excellent, S-Video would be very

good, and composite video woud be good.

Component Video (Y P, P,) Jacks and Cables— Excellent Video Quality

The Y P, P, jacks allow you to connect to a TV that has Component or progressive scan video jacks. This
connection provides optimum picture quality because the video is separated into three signals. To ensure
maximum picture quality, use three video-grade cables for the connection.

Note: Also, remember to connect the left and right audio cables because the Y P, P, jacks and
cables carry only the picture signal, not the sound.

S-Video Jack and Cable — Very Good Video Quality

The S-Video (separate video) jack provides better picture quality than the regular video jacks (labeled INPUT1
VIDEO; INPUT2 VIDEO; INPUT3 VIDEO) because the color (chrominance, also called chroma) part of
the signal is separated from the black and white (luminance) part of the picture.

If your TV has an S-VIDEO jack, connect the player to the TV with an ~ S-Video cable for a better quality
picture.

Note: Remember to connect the left and right audio cables because the S-Video cable carries only
the picture signal, not the sound.

Digital Audio Out Jack and Optical Cable — Excellent Audio Quality
The optical cable is used to connect a Dolby Digital receiver. If you own a Dolby Digital receiver that uses an
optical cable-type input, you can use an optical cable for the best sound quality.
Note: This DVD player’s optical digital output jack fully complies with the international standard
governing this type of jack (IEC958), and is designed for connection to a Dolby Digital (AC-3® or
PCM) receiver or Dolby Digital (AC-3 or PCM) decoder. Older equipment, some of which is not fully
compliant with IEC958, may not be compatible with the Dolby Digital bitstream. Such a
connection using anything other than Dolby Digital AC-3 or PCM receiver or decoder could create
a high noise level, causing damage to headphones or speakers.

Audio/Video Jacks and Cables (RCA-type) — Very Good Video and Audio
These jacks are used for most audio/video connections between components. The audio/video jacks are often

color coded (yellow for video, red for right audio, and white for left audio). This is also called composite video.

Note: If components you are connecting to have only one input for audio (mono), connect it to
the left (white L/Mono) audio jack and don’t connect the right audio part of the cable.

Dolby Digital® and DTS®
Both Dolby Digital and DTS are audio formats used to record 5.1-channel audio signals onto the digital track of film (while the film is
being made). Both of these formats provide up to six separate channels: left, right, center, left rear, right rear, and common subwoofer.

The disc will play 5.1-channel sound only if you've connected a DTS or Dolby Digital receiver or decoder and if the original movie the
disc was recorded from was encoded in the Dolby Digital or DTS format.

Please Read This Before Using the OPTICAL or COAXIAL Jacks!

This player’s digital output jack is designed for a connection to a Dolby Digital or DTS receiver or decoder. This player has two types
of digital audio out jacks: OPTICAL and COAXIAL.

Installing Batteries in the Remote

How to Find Your TV’s Video Input Channel

You need to tune your TV to the Video Input Channel (or S-Video Channel if you connected the S-Video
cable to your TV and to your DVD Player) to see the DVD Player’s menu and to see the content that’s on a
disc. The video channel on TVs varies for different brands and different models. In order for your DVD remote
to work, your TV must be set on the correct video input channel. Below are some things to try.

e Ifyour TV brand is RCA, GE, or PROSCAN, press the TV button on the remote that came with your TV
(not the DVD remote). Then press the INPUT button on the remote.

e Ifyou have another brand, consult your TV’s Owner’s Manual.

If those options don’t work, try one of the following options.

e Press a button on the TV remote (see table below).

e Select it from the TV’s menu system.

e  Tune directly to the DVD input channel by pressing a specific number (see table below).

e Go through all the channels in the channel list by pressing the channel up/down buttons on the TV.

How to Move Around the DVD
Player’s Menu System

The technical term for how you move through the DVD Player’s menu system is
“Navigation.”

This book tells you how to select different menu items, but you can explore the
menu system on your own by following a few “navigational rules.”

Press the DVD button to put the remote into DVD mode. Then use the arrow
buttons on the remote (highlighted in gray on the picture on the left) to highlight
different menu items on the screen. (In your DVD Player’s menu, a highlighted
item appears brighter than the other items on the screen.) To select a2 menu item,
press OK on the remote when the menu item is highlighted.

A Quick Tour of The Remote

You can use this remote to control compatible components. The component
buttons are programmed to operate some PROSCAN, RCA and GE components.

GUIDE Allows you to see the titles that are available on the current disc (if the
disc contains a guide menu).

INFO  Press this button while you're playing a disc to see the on-screen Info
Display. The Info Display contains various playback features and gives you
information about the disc you're playing.

INPUT  Use with the TV button to tune to the Video Input Channel. This may
not work with all TVs.

The Marker display
allows you to set markers at points on the disc that youd like to return to. remove
the Info Display from the screen).

MENU  Press this button to see the disc’s menu when you're playing a disc
(press it again to resume playback). When there is no disc playing, press to see the
player menu.

Number buttons (0-9) Use the number buttons to input information such as
chapter numbers, track numbers, or to make selections on some menu screens.

MUTE Turns sound down to an inaudible level.
OK Press this button to select a highlighted menu item.

ON°eOFF Turns on the player when it is in standby mode or puts the player in
standby mode when power is on.

OPENeCLOSE When the STOP button is held down, opens and closes the
disc tray.

PAUSE DPauses disc play. When disc play is paused, press PAUSE again to

advance one frame.
PLAY Begins disc play (and closes disc tray if it is open).
PLAY MODE Press this button to access the Play Mode info display to set

RANDOM  Press to play chapters, tracks, titles or discs randomly.

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Programming the Remote to Operate Your TV

The remote can be programmed to control most brands of remote controllable TVs. The remote is already
programmed to control most RCA, Proscan, and GE TVs.

Testing the remote

To determine whether the remote needs to be programmed, turn the TV ON, point the remote at the TV, and
press the TV button. Then press ON*OFF or CH+ (channel up) or CH- (channel down) to see if the TV

responds to the remote commands. If not, the remote needs to be programmed.

Entering Codes

To control a TV that is not from RCA, Proscan or GE, you'll need to enter the specific codes for the brand of
TV you have.

1. Turn on the TV to be programmed.

Look up the brand and code number(s) for the TV on the code list thats on the next page.

Point the DVD Player’s remote at the TV.

Important!

You must continue pressing the TV button while you enter the code.

Press and hold the TV button while you enter the first code listed for Zenith in the TV Codes column.

Release the TV button. Press ON®OFF to see if the TV responds. If it doesn’t, follow the same steps, but enter
the second code instead of the first.

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Regional Coding

Both the DVD player and the discs are coded by region. These regional codes must match in order for the disc
to play. If the codes dont match, the disc won't play. This player’s code is region 1.

Using Different Menus

Each disc is programmed with different features. There are three separate menu paths that you can use to
access features:

¢ The Disc menu — The Disc menu is part of each disc and is separate from the DVD player’s menu. The
contents of each Disc menu varies according to how the disc was authored and what features are included.
The Disc menu is turned on and off (while the disc is playing) with the MENU button on the remote or
the front of the player.

e The DVD player’s Info Display — The Info Display appears as icons across the top of the screen when a
disc is playing. It can only be accessed while you are playing a disc. It’s turned on and off with the INFO
button on the remote or the front of the player.

e The DVD player menu — The DVD player’s menu system is accessed only when a disc isn’t playing. It
appears automatically when the STOP button is pressed.

Remember that a feature will only work if the disc was programmed with that feature. For example, if you
choose subtitles on the Info Display, the subtitles will only appear if the disc was created with subtitles. If a
menu item is “grayed out” it means that item isn't available.

Types of Discs Your Player will Play

Your DVD player plays the following types of discs:

DVD discs

Video CD discs

Audio CD discs

CD-R discs, CD-RW discs

DVD+RW, DVD-RW, DVD-R, DVD-ROM (with movie information)
MP3 discs

Before you load a disc, make sure that it is compatible with the player. The following discs CANNOT be used
with this player:

e Laserdiscs

e CD-I, CD-ROM (computer-only discs), DVD-ROM (without movie information)
*  Discs recorded using other broadcast standards (i.e. PAL or SECAM)

The tray holds 5 discs. To move to the next disc in the tray, press the disc skip button on the front of the
player.

You can also select a different disc by pressing one of the numbered DISC SELECT buttons on the front of
the player.

Chapter 2
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Using a Disc Menu

A disc is capable of having an on-screen menu that is separate from the DVD player’s menu system and on-
screen Info Display. The disc menu might only contain a list of the titles and chapters, or it may allow you to

change features such as language and playback settings.

Although the content and operation of disc menus vary from disc to disc, the following example will give you

an idea of what to expect.

3. Press the up/down arrows to select a language, and press OK on the remote.
4. Press MENU on the remote or the front of the player to resume playback.

Note: Any settings you change on the disc menu only override the
default settings in the DVD Player’s menu temporarily. Default settings
are the settings that you set up in the DVD Player’s menu system. To
change the default settings, see Chapter 4.
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Using the On-Screen Info Display

The on-screen Info Display contains many playback features. To see the Info Display, press the INFO button
on the remote or the front of the player while a disc is playing. The Info Display appears across the top of the
screen. Each feature is represented by an icon. Use the left/right arrow buttons on the remote or the front of
the player to move through the different icons in the Info Display.

When an icon is highlighted, press OK to select it.

Remember, you can only access the Info Display when you're playing a disc. Also, the Info Display features are
only available if the disc was created with that particular feature (i.e., if you select the Subtitle icon, you won’t
be able to change the subtitle language unless the author of the disc created the disc with subtitles).

The invalid symbol ® appears on the screen when you press a button that doesn’t have any function. If one
of the icons is “grayed out,” that Info Display feature isn't available for the disc you're playing. To make the
Info Display disappear from the screen, press INFO on the remote or the front of the player.

Selecting a Title

Some discs contain more than one title. For example, there might be four movies on one disc
(each movie might be considered a title). Each title is divided into chapters. To select a title:

1. While the disc is playing, press INFO on the remote or the front of the player to bring up
the Info Display.

2. If the Title icon on the Info Display isn't highlighted, use the left/right arrow buttons to
highlight it. Press OK.

3. Use the number button(s) on the remote to enter the title number you want to play (the
title begins playing).

Note: Some discs only have one title.

Chapter 2
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Selecting a Chapter

Because DVD discs use digital technology, a title can be divided into individual chapters (similar to tracks on a CD).
You can skip to a specific chapter by using the Chapter feature in the Info Display.

1. While a disc is playing, press INFO on the remote or the front of the player to bring up the Info Display.

2. DPress the arrow buttons to highlight the Chaprer icon. Press OK.

3. Use the number buttons on the remote to enter the number of the chapter you want to play (the chapter begins
playing).
Notes:
The Chapter feature won’t work if the disc isn’t formatted with separate chapters.

You can also advance to the next chapter by pressing CH + on the remote (SKIP >> on the front of the
player) and go to the preceding chapter by pressing CH — on the remote (SKIP << on the front of the

player).

Using Subtitles

By default, subtitles are off. To turn subtitles on:

While the disc is playing, press the SUBTITLE button on the remote.

Selecting the Subtitle Language

You can change the subtitle language while you're watching a DVD disc, but only if the disc was created with
subtitles.

1. Press the INFO button on the remote.

D 1: English 2. Highlight the Subtitles icon and press OK (the subtitle display appears).

3. Press the INPUT button to scroll through the available subtitle languages.
Subtitles will be displayed in whatever language is shown in the subtitle

display, so once the language you want is shown, subtitles will automatically
be displayed in that language.

4. Press CLEAR to remove the info display from the screen.

Notes:

Changing the subtitle language with the Info Display will only affect
the disc currently being played. When the disc is removed or the player
is turned off, the subtitle language will revert to the language setting
specified through the DVD player main menu.

The subtitle language can also be changed through the DVD player
menu.
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Changing the Audio Language

If the disc was created with different language tracks (recorded in different languages), you can use the Info Display to
temporarily change the DVD Player’s Audio Language setting.

Changing the Camera Angle

Some discs contain multiple angles of a particular scene or sequence. If the disc only has one angle, this feature won't
work. When multiple angles are available, the Angle icon appears in the upper right corner of the screen. To change the

camera angle:
1. While a disc is playing, press ANGLE on the remote (the angle display

appears).

Note: You can also bring up the Angle display by pressing the INFO
button on the remote and selecting the Angle icon from the info
display.

2. The angle display will show which angle number is currently playing. Press
OK to change the camera angle. With each press of the OK button, the angle
will change.

The bookmark feature lets you mark a point on the disc that you can go to quickly. You can store up to nine bookmarks
per disc. When you turn the player off or remove the disc, bookmarks are cleared.

Storing a Bookmark

Note: You can also bring up the Marker display by pressing the INFO
button on the remote and selecting the Bookmark icon from the info
display.

An available unmarked icon will be highlighted (in the Mark row).

Press OK to activate the bookmark and go to that point on the disc.

Press CLEAR to remove the display from the screen.

Time indicator

This feature displays the audio/video time. For DVD discs, the time displayed refers to the current title time.
For Audio CDs and MP3 discs, it refers to the current track time.

The Repeat Feature

The default mode for the Repeat feature is Off. There are five Repeat options:

All Discs — Repeats all discs in the player
One Disc — repeats the disc that is playing
Title — repeats the title that is playing

Chapter — repeats the chapter that is playing

AeB — Set the beginning (point A) and the end (point B) of a segment to make this part of the movie or

CD play repeatedly.
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To Use Disc, Title or Chapter Repeat:

1. While a disc is playing, press REPEAT on the remote to bring up the repeat display.

2. Press OK to scroll through the Repeat options until the option you want is displayed in the text box.

3. Press OK. The selected repeat option will loop continually until you turn Repeat off. Repeat is turned off
by completing steps 1 through 2 above and selecting the Off option.

AeB Repeat

AeB Repeat lets you define a specific segment on the disc that you want to repeat. For example, you might like
to watch the dogfight in the movie 79p Gun. To watch this scene over and over:

Find the spot on the disc that is a few seconds before the beginning of the
scene you want to repeat (this gives you time to access the Info Display and
the Repeat feature).

While a disc is playing, press REPEAT on the remote to bring up the repeat
display.

Press OK to scroll through the Repeat options until the A-B Repeat option is
displayed. Press OK.

At the beginning of the scene you want to repeat, press OK to set the A point.

When you get to the part of the disc that you want to be the end of the
repeated segment (the B point), press OK. The segment will repeat until you
turn Repeat off.

Press CLEAR to remove the display from the screen.

How to Cancel Repeat
There are three ways to cancel Repeat:

Press STOP twice.
Go to the Repear icon in the Info Display and select Off
Open the disc tray.

Chapter 2
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Selecting a Play Mode

You can choose what order the titles or tracks will play on a disc. The standard play mode is the default. To
select another play mode, a disc must be in the DVD player.

There are three play mode options:

Standard Play: plays the disc’s titles, chapters, or tracks (depending on the type of disc in the player) in
their default order (i.e., chapter 1 of Title 1 plays first, then chapter 2 of Title 1, etc.)

Random Play: plays the chapters of each title (or tracks on an audio CD) in random order.

Program Play: Plays the chapters or tracks on the disc in the order you have programmed (you must
create a play list which lists the order in which you want the tracks on the disc to play).

Random Play
To play chapters or tracks in random order:

1. Press the RANDOM button on the remote. The random display will appear
to confirm your selection.

2. DPress CLEAR to remove the display from the screen.

To return to standard play, press the RANDOM button again. The standard play
display will appear to confirm your selection. Press CLEAR to remove the display

from the screen.

Programmed Play

To use the programmed play option, you must create a play list to set the order you want the chapters (or
tracks on a CD) on the disc to play in. The Program Edit screen varies depending on the type of disc (DVD
or CD) you are playing.

Creating a Program List for a DVD Video Disc
1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP once to put the player in stop mode.

2. Press PLAY MODE on the remote (the Program Edit screen is displayed).

3. The Disc box is highlighted. Use the up/down arrow buttons (or the number buttons) to highlight the
disc you want to play first.

4. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the T7#/e box. Use the up/down arrow buttons to highlight the title you
want to play.

5. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the Chapter box. Use the up/down arrow buttons to highlight the
chapter you want to play.

6. Use the arrow buttons to highlight Add and press OK. Your selection will be added to the playlist.

7. Continue adding discs/titles/chapters as explained in steps 2-5 until your program is complete. You can

play your program by highlighting Play and pressing OK.
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Editing a Program

Deleting Items from the Play List

To delete items from the play list:
1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP once to put the player in stop mode.
2. Press PLAY MODE on the remote (the Program Edit screen is displayed).

3. Highlight the row in the play list you want to delete. Use the arrow buttons to highlight Delete and press
OK or CLEAR. The item is deleted.

Inserting Items in the Play List

To insert items into the play list:

1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP once to put the player in stop mode.

2. Press PLAY MODE on the remote (the Program Edit screen is displayed).
3. Use the arrow buttons to select the disc/title/chapter you want to insert.
4

Use the arrow buttons to highlight the row where you want to insert your selection (your selection will be
inserted above that row).

5. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the /nsert option and press OK.

Disc Playback Features Using the Remote

You can use the remote control to activate disc playback features.

Playback features aren’t usually available during the opening credits of a movie. If a playback feature isn’t
available, the invalid symbol ® appears on the screen when you press that button.

Fast Motion Playback (Picture Scan)

To scan quickly through the disc when you're playing it, use the Picture Scan feature.
1. DPress the REVERSE or FORWARD button on the remote when you're playing a disc.

2. Dress the button again to scan at a faster speed. Each time you press the button, the scanning speed
increases.

3. Press the PLAY button at any time to resume normal playback.

Note: You won’t hear the sound (audio) on DVD discs when you‘re using the picture scan feature.

Chapter 2
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Freeze Frame and Frame Advance
1. Press PAUSE when a disc is playing to freeze the picture.

2. Each time you press the PAUSE button, the picture advances one frame.

3. Press PLAY to resume normal playback.

Slow Motion Playback (in Freeze Frame Mode)
While the disc is in freeze frame mode, you can use slow motion playback.

1. While the disc is playing, press PAUSE on the remote.

2. DPress the REVERSE or the FORWARD button.

3. Press the button again to decrease the slow motion playback speed.
4

Press PLAY to resume normal playback.

Chapter Advance
While a disc is playing, you can go forward or backward a chapter or track at a time by pressing CH + or CH —
on the remote.

Zoom

When playing DVD discs and Video CDs, you can magnify the screen during normal playback. For DVD
discs, Zoom has 3 levels (1.5x, 2x, 4x). For video CDs, Zoom has 2 levels (1x, 2x). Zoom magnifies from the
center of the screen. Once in Zoom mode, you can pan right, left, up or down by using the arrow buttons.

1. Press ZOOM on the remote control to magnify. (The zoom level will be displayed in the corner of the
screen. Press CLEAR to clear the zoom Info Display from the screen.)

2. Press the ZOOM button again to go to the next level of magnification.

3. To turn Zoom off, press the ZOOM button until you cycle through all the levels and return to normal
playback.

Note: You can use the 1.5x zoom mode to alter a 16x9 letterbox movie (black bars top and bottom) to a 4x3 format.
This will eliminate the black bars at the top and bottom and allow you to use left/right arrow keys to pan and scan.

What is a Video CD?

Like DVD video discs, Video CDs contain picture and sound content. Video CDs (VCDs) are encoded in a
different format. VCDs don't hold as much information as DVD discs and the picture quality is not as high.

Because a VCD contains less information than a DVD disc, some of the features provided by the player may
not work with some VCDs.
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Playing Audio CDs and VMIP3 Discs

Using the Info Display

Your DVD player has many of the same features as an audio CD player. The player’s on-screen Info Display
lets you choose various playback features. This section explains how to play audio CDs in your DVD player
and how to use the player’s features. For instructions on loading and playing your CDs, see Chapter 2.

To access the Info Display while the CD is playing, press INFO on the remote or the front of the player. The
Info Display appears across the top of the screen. Each of the playback features is represented by an icon. To
access a feature, use the arrow buttons on the remote to highlight the icon. Each feature that can be accessed
from the on-screen Info Display is described on the following pages. To clear the Info Display from the screen,
press INFO on the remote control or the front of the player.

Notes
To see the Info Display while playing audio CDs, you must turn on your TV and tune it to its Video
Input Channel. For more information about the TV'’s Video Input Channel, see Chapter 1.

Some transport modes (reverse and fast forward) are not available for audio CDs.

Selecting a Specific Track
1. Press INFO on the remote or the front of the player (the Info Display appears).

The IntroScan system plays the first ten seconds of each track on the CD (similar to the scan feature that’s on
many car radios). To use the IntroScan system:

* After the IntroScan system goes through all of the tracks, it stops.

Using Bookmarks

The bookmark feature lets you mark a place on the disc that you can go to quickly. You can store up to nine
bookmarks per disc. When you turn the player off or remove the disc, bookmarks are cleared.

Storing a Bookmark

appears).

1. Find the spot on the disc that is a few seconds before the beginning of the
part you want to repeat (this gives you time to access the Info Display and the
Repeat feature).

2. Press REPEAT on the remote or the front of the player to bring up the
Repeat info display.

Press the REPEAT button until the A*B Repeat option is shown. Press OK.
4. At the beginning of the part you want to repeat, press OK to set the A point.

5. When you get to the part of the disc that you want to be the end of the
repeated segment (the B point), press OK.

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Playing MP3 Discs

What is MP3?

MP3 is a format for storing digital audio. An audio CD-quality song can be compressed into MP3 format with
very little loss of quality, while taking up much less space.

CD-R or a CD-RW discs that have been encoded in MP3 format can be played on your DVD player. In this
manual, CD-R and CD-RW discs will be referred to as MP3 discs. MP3 files, or songs, are referred to as #itles.

Obtaining MP3 files

There are two ways to obtain MP3 files:

* By using computer software to encode MP3 files from an audio CD — You can download the software
necessary to encode MP3 files from the internet.

When encoding MP3 files, you can include information such as title, artist, genre, and comments that
will be displayed by your DVD player at the time the title is played. This information must be included at
the time the file is encoded in order for it to be displayed at the time you play it on the player.

*  Downloading MP3 files from the internet — There are many internet sites that allow you to download
MP3 files for free, and many sites that require a fee.

Creating an MP3 Disc on Your Computer

For information regarding MP3 encoding software and MP3 sites, visit http://www.lyrazone.com.
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The MP3 Display

MP3 discs contain individual songs that can be organized into folders. When you
play an MP3 disc, the MP3 screen appears. Folders and songs are displayed on the
left side of the screen. The right side of the screen is the program window.

Selecting Folders and Songs

Playback begins automatically when you insert an MP3 disc into the player. The
player will begin playing the songs in the order they were burned on the disc.

1. To open a folder, use the arrow buttons on the remote to highlight the folder
you want. Press OK (the songs in the folder will be displayed).

2. Use the up/down arrow buttons to highlight the song you want from the
song list. Press OK to begin playback of the highlighted song.

Closing Folders

Use the arrow buttons to highlight the open folder icon. Press OK to close the
folder.

Skipping Songs

Use the CH+ button to move to the next song. Use the CH- button to move to
the beginning of the currently playing song. Press CH- again to move to the
previous song.
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Creating a Play List

You can play the songs in a folder in any order you want by creating a play list.
1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP to put the player in stop mode.

2. Press PLAY MODE on the remote (the Program Edit screen will appear).

2. Use the up/down arrow buttons to select a song and press the OK button (the
song will appear in the program window on the right side of the screen.

3. DPress PLAY to begin playback of the playlist (make sure the screen displays
Program Play above the window on the left).

Deleting Songs from the Playlist

To delete a song from the playlist:
1. Press STOP to put the player in stop mode.
2. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the song you want to delete.

3. Press CLEAR (the song is deleted from the playlist).

Deleting the Playlist

To delete the entire playlist:
1. Press STOP to put the player in stop mode.

2. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the ALL CLEAR option on the screen and
press OK.

Chapter 3
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Using the DVD Player’'s Mienu System

The DVD Player Menu System

The DVD player menu system is not the same as the disc menu or the Info Display. If you are playing a disc,
press STOP on the remote control to stop playback and press the MENU button on the remote bring up the
DVD player menu.

Path Items

A path menu item has an arrow on the right side to let you know this item is a path to MORE options. To see
the path menu options, highlight the path menu item and press OK. The next set of menu choices appears to
the right of the menu item.
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The Audio Language Preference

The Audio Language menu enables you to choose which language you want to listen to a movie in.

1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).
2. Highlight Audio and press OK (the audio language options are displayed).

3. Highlight the language you want to use for the audio portion of the discs and
press OK.

4. Press the MENU button to remove the menu from the screen.

How to Set Other as an Audio Language Option

If the language you want to use isn't listed, you can use the Other option to select

the language of your choice.
1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).
2. From the Audio menu, highlight Oher and press OK.

3. Enter the code from the Language Codes list at the end of this chapter and
press OK.

4. Press the MENU button to remove the menu from the screen.

NOTE: Remember, your player can’t play the disc in the language you
have chosen if the disc wasn't created with that language option.
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Changing the Subtitle Language Preference

The Subtitles menu lets you choose a preferred language for the subtitles. The default is Auzo. To change the
subtitle language preference:

1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).

2. Highlight Subtitles and press OK (the Subtitle menu is displayed).

3. Highlight the language you want to use for subtitles and press OK.

4. Press the MENU button to remove the menu from the screen.

Note: Remember, your player can’t play the disc in the language you have chosen if the disc
wasn’t created with that language option.

How to Set Other as the Subtitle Language Preference

If the language you want to use isn’t listed, you can use the Other option to select the language of your
choice.

1. Highlight and select the Subritles option (the Subtitles menu is displayed).
2. From the Subtitles menu, highlight Ozher and press OK.

3. Enter the code from the Language Codes list at the end of the chapter and press OK (the previous
menu appears with your selection shown next to the Audio path menu).

4. Press the MENU button to remove the menu from the screen.

NOTE: Remember, your player can’t play the disc in the language you have chosen if the disc
wasn’t created with that language option.

Changing the Player Menus Language
Preferences

You can choose one of three languages for the text that appears within the on-screen menu system. The
default is English. If you change the Player Menu language, the entire player menu system will be displayed
in the selected language.

1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).

2. Highlight Menus and press OK (the language choices for the DVD Player’s
menu are displayed).

3. Highlight the language you want to use for the menu items and press OK.
The menu appears with your selection shown next to Player Menus.

4. DPress the CLEAR button to remove the info display from the screen.
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Creating a Password and Setting Ratings

The Rating feature is a system sort of like movie ratings. It works with DVD discs that have been assigned a
rating. This helps you control the types of DVDs that your family watches. Once you have set the ratings limit,
you can lock the player so that a password is required to play discs with a rating over the limit you've set.

Note: The player alerts you when you try to play a movie with a rating that exceeds the limit
you've set. Some discs include a rating override feature. When you play a disc with this feature, the
message Override Limit or Cancel Selection appears on the screen. If you choose to override the
rating limit, you will need to enter your password to begin playback.

Creating a Password
1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).

2. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the Password option. Press OK. The
password choices appear on the right.

3. Highlight the Ser Password option and press OK (the Enter Password box
appears).

4. Enter a four-digit number that you want to use as your password. Press OK.

5. You will be prompted to enter your password again to confirm. Enter your
password again and press OK. Your password is now set.

Changing your Password
To change your password:
1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).

2. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the Password option. Press OK. The
password choices appear on the right.

3. Highlight the Change Password option and press OK (the Enter Password
box appears).

4. Enter your current password and press OK (the Enter Password box appears).

5. Enter a new four-digit number that you want to use as your password. Press

OK.

6. You will be prompted to enter your password again to confirm. Enter your
password again and press OK. Your password is now set.

Clearing Your Password
If you want to turn the password off so any disc can be viewed:
1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).

2. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the Password option. Press OK. The password options appear on the
right.

Highlight the Clear Password option and press OK (the Enter Password box appears).

4.  Enter your password and press OK. The password feature is now turned off.
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Setting the Rating

Rated Titles

The Rating option lets you determine how your player will react to discs that contain movies that are rated (in
the U.S.A., the Motion Pictures Association of America (MPAA) rates movies as G, PG, PG-13, etc.).

You decide which ratings require a password and which ones don’t. This system ranks the ratings 1 through 8
in order to accommodate different countries’ ratings systems (1 is considered a movie title with the least
offensive material).

In order for the Rating Level feature to work, the disc must be encoded with rating information. If the author
of the disc did not encode rating information, then this feature will not work for that disc.

The DVD Player must be locked (password protected) in order for it to enforce the settings in the Rating
menu.

1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).

2. Use the arrow buttons to highlight the Rating option. Press OK (the 8-level
rating limits list appears).

To change the rating limit, press the up or down arrow button.

4. When you have highlighted the desired settings, press OK. You are returned
to the menu and the setting appears to the right of the Rating option. This
means when the player is locked, it will require you to enter the password to
play any discs that are rated higher than the limit you've set.

Note: Some titles (movies) aren’t rated, but may contain material that
is unsuitable for children.
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TV Aspect

The TV Aspect adjusts the way a movie appears on your TV. Standard TVs are 4 x 3 format. Depending on the
P J y pp y P g
type of television you have, you may want to adjust the screen setting (also called the aspect ratio).

v T2\

16x9 Widescreen

1. [Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).
2. Highlight 7V Aspect. Press OK. The TV Aspect options appear.
3. Highlight the option you want (as described below) and press OK.

4 x 3 Letterbox — Choose this setting if you want to see movies in their original
aspect ratio (height-to-width ratio). You'll see the entire frame of the movie, but it
will take up a smaller portion of the screen vertically. The movie might appear
with black bars at the top and bottom of the screen.

4 x 3 Standard — Choose this setting if you want the movie to fill the entire
screen of your TV. This might mean that parts of the picture (the left and right
edges) won't be seen.

Most discs produced in a widescreen format can’t be cropped in this fashion. This
means the black bars will appear at the top and the bottom of the screen.

16 x 9 Widescreen — Choose this setting if your DVD Player is connected to a
widescreen TV. If you choose this setting and you don’t have a widescreen TV, the
images on the screen may appear distorted due to vertical compression.

If you play a disc recorded in 4 x 3 format on a widescreen TV, the left and right
side of the screen will appear black.

Some movies are actually slightly wider than 16 x 9. In this case, black bars will
appear at the top and bottom of the screen even in Widescreen mode.

Note: Some discs are already formatted with black bars so the entire image can be
seen on a standard TV screen. If you have a widescreen TV and you are playing this
type of disc, you will need to set your TV to expand the image. See your TV User’s
Manual.
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Dynamic Range

This feature compresses the dynamic range (quietest sound to loudest sound) of a disc’s soundtrack. For
example, action scenes might be very loud, while whispered dialog is quiet. The Dynamic Range feature evens
out the range of the volume by making loud sounds quieter and soft sounds louder.

1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).

2. Highlight and select the Dynamic Range option and press the right arrow
button.

3. Highlight On or Off and press OK.

4. Press the MENU button to remove the menu from the screen.

Digital Audio Out

Digital output lets you choose which type of digital audio is output from your DVD player. If you've used an optical cable to connect
a Dolby Pro Logic, Dolby Digital, or DTS receiver, you must select a digital output with this setting. There are three options:

*  PCM: Choose this setting if you are using the left/right analog outputs or if the digital audio outputs are connected to a
processor that is capable of playing conventional PCM audio for CDs.

*  Dolby Digital: Choose this setting if you connected a Dolby Digital receiver.

e DTS: Choose this setting if you connected a DTS receiver or decoder to your DVD Player.

You can check both options if your receiver is capable of decompressing both types of audio. The default is DTS. To change the
digital output:

1. Ifadiscis playing, press STOP and MENU (the menu appears).
Highlight the Digital Audio Out option and press OK.

Highlight the desired output and press OK.

DA

Press the MENU button to remove the menu from the screen.

Note: If you set Digital Output to DTS, you must have your DVD Player
connected to a receiver or decoder with the DTS feature and the disc
you play must support the DTS audio format. If you choose DTS and
your receiver or decoder doesn’t support DTS, you won’t hear any
audio.

Linear PCM

If you have an Audio receiver hooked up, you can use the Linear PCM feature to change the bitrate if necessary.
