Setting the delay time compensates for the way our ears
receive sound from different directions. When you're
watching a movie, the surround speakers are typically
closer to you than the front speakers. Without using
delay, sound from the surround speakers would reach
your ears at the wrong time compared to the front
speakers—which would ruin the surround effect.
Adjusting for the delay time blends the sound of the
front and surround speakers.
