You can turn off your BOOKMAN at
any time. When you turn your
BOOKMAN on again, the screen
that you last viewed reappears.




Using the Colour Keys

Changing the Settings

The red, green, yellow, and blue keys
on the top row of your BOOKMAN
change their functions according to
which book you have selected.

If you have selected the built-in book,

the colour keys function as labeled on
the BOOKMAN keyboard. If you have
selected a book card, the colour keys
function as labeled on that card.

You can adjust the type size, shutoff
time, and screen contrast of this book.

The shutoff time is how long your BOOK-
MAN stays on if you forget to tum it off.
The screen contrast is how light or
dark the screen display appears.

If you are not sure which form of a word
to search for, type an asterisk in place of
letters in the word (e.g., psych]) and
then press (&ener). To type an asterisk,
hold and press (20).

Next, highlight a complete word and
press to search for it.

0 Understanding Word Searches

When you search for words, the en-
cyclopedia searches first for
matches of the words in the titles of
articles.

If no matches are found in article
titles, it automatically searches for
matches in the articles themselves.
If no exact matches are found in ar-
ticles, the encyclopedia then
searches for synonyms and related
words.

Searches of more than one word
find matches regardless of the order
or proximity of the words. For ex-
ample, if you search for space
travel, you will find articles that have
the words travel and space in their
text or titles.



Expanding Your Searches

Finding Abbreviation Meanings

You can find the meanings of abbrevia-
tions used in this encyclopedia (e.g.,
SW, kph, MLR, etc.). First find an ab-
breviation in an article or title and press
to start a highlight. Then use the
arrow keys to highlight the abbrevia-
tion. (f needed, select the appropriate
abbreviation.) Finally, press
again to see its meaning. To retum to

the article, press to go back.

Cross-references appear in articles as
words in all capital letters. Each cross-
reference is the title of another ency-
clopedia article.

Resetting Your BOOKMAN

Book Card Care

If the BOOKMAN keyboard fails to re-
spond, or if its screen performs errati-
cally, first press and then press
twice. If nothing happens, follow
the steps below.

Warning: Pressing the reset button
with more than very light pressure may
permanently disable your BOOKMAN.
In addition, resetting BOOKMAN
erases settings and information en-
tered into its built-in book and in any in-
stalled book card.

2. Use a paper dlip to gently press
reset button on BOOKMAN.
