Safety information

Installation/Set-up

Install and use the TV set in accordance with the
instructions below in order to avoid any risk of fire,
electrical shock or damage and/or injuries.

Installation

The TV set should be installed near an easily accessible
mains socket.

Placethe TV set on astable, level surface.

Only qualified service personnel should carry out wall
installations.

Transporting

Before transporting the TV set,
disconnect all cables.

When transporting the TV set by
hand, hold it as shown on the right.
Do not put stress on the LCD panel
and the frame around the screen.
When transporting the TV set, do
not subject it to jolts or excessive
vibration.

When transporting the TV set for repairs or when moving,
pack it using the original carton and packing material.

Ventilation

Never cover the ventilation holes or insert anything in the
cabinet.

Leave space around the TV set as shown below.

It is strongly recommended that you use a Sony wall-
mount bracket in order to provide adequate air-circulation.

Mains lead

— Keep the mains lead away from heat sources.

— Unplug themainsplug and cleanit regularly. If the plug
is covered with dust and it picks up moisture, its
insulation may deteriorate, which could result in afire.

LCD Screen

» Ghosting may occur when still pictures are displayed
continuously. It may disappear after afew moments.

Handling and cleaning the screen surface/cabinet of

the TV set

Be sure to unplug the mains lead connected to the TV set

from mains socket before cleaning.

Toavoid material degradation or screen coating degradation,

observe the following precautions.

» To remove dust from the screen surface/cabinet, wipe
gently with a soft cloth. If dust is persistent, wipe with a
soft cloth slightly moistened with adiluted mild detergent
solution.

» Never use any type of abrasive pad, alkaline/acid cleaner,
scouring powder, or volatile solvent, such as alcohol,
benzene, thinner or insecticide. Using such materials or
maintaining prolonged contact with rubber or vinyl
materials may result in damage to the screen surface and
cabinet material.
