Precautions

Viewing the TV

To view the TV comfortably, the recommended viewing
position isfrom four to seven times the screen’ s vertical
length away from the TV set.

Toobtainaclear picture, do not exposethe screento direct
illumination or direct sunlight. If possible, use spot
lighting directed down from the celling.

View the TV in moderatelight, asviewing the TV in poor
light or during long period of time, strains your eyes.

Volume adjustment

Adjust the volume so as not to trouble your neighbours.
Sound carriesvery easily at night time. Therefore, closing
the windows or using headphones is suggested.

When using headphones, adjust the volume so asto avoid
excessive levels, as hearing damage may result.

LCD Screen

Although the LCD screen is made with high-precision
technology and 99.99% or more of the pixelsare effective,
black dots may appear or bright points of light (red, blue,
or green) may appear constantly on the LCD screen. This
isastructural property of the LCD screen and isnot a
malfunction.

Do not push or scratch the front filter, or place objects on
top of this TV set. The image may be uneven or the LCD
screen may be damaged.

If thisTV setisused in acold place, asmear may occur in
the picture or the picture may become dark. This does not
indicate afailure. These phenomena disappear as the
temperature rises.

Ghosting may occur when still pictures are displayed
continuously. It may disappear after afew moments.
The screen and cabinet get warm when this TV setisin
use. Thisis not amalfunction.

The LCD screen containsasmall amount of liquid crystal
and mercury. The fluorescent tubeused inthis TV set also
contains mercury. Follow your local ordinances and
regulations for disposal.

Handling and cleaning the screen surface/cahinet of
the TV set

Be sure to unplug the mains lead connected to the TV set
from mains socket before cleaning.

Toavoid material degradation or screen coating degradation,
observe the following precautions.

Never use any type of abrasive pad, alkaline/acid cleaner,
scouring powder, or volatile solvent, such as a cohol,
benzene, thinner or insecticide. Using such materials or
maintaining prolonged contact with rubber or vinyl
