To control a device using the Controller

Automatic Scan Programming the Controller
To automatic scan program the Controller:
1. Manually turn OFF the device you wish to power scan. (TV, VCR, DVD, STB, cable box or audio 
   equipment).
2. Press SELECT key to choose the device you wish to program.
