Sharpness: Byincreasing the level, itwill show cleaner and clearerimages and by
decreasing the level, it will make picture smoother.
Color Temp : By pressing the VOL(+/-) buttons to select the three setting A)Neutral,
B)Warm,C)Cool.
Hue: You can adjust the tint of the picture by going into picture set up menu. By
decreasing the level, it will give red tintto skin color and by increasing the color
it will give green tint to skin color.
