HUE : Adjust the tone of the picture. Appearand be adjustedonly under NTSC

COLOR TEMP. : Press to select the color temperature from WARM/NORMAL/

TELETEXT

Some menu relatedfunction are notavailable in TELETEXT mode. MENU and AUTO AD
control functions arenot available in TELETEXT mode. If the TV is switchedon by POWER
after offin TELETEXT mode, or press TV/AV or PC button,the TELETEXT mode will
disappear automatically.

Teletext features may vary depending on the Broadcasting
Companies and is only available if the channel selected is
transmitting Teletext. Pressing the TEXT button whilst in
Teletext operation will switch the current status to TV.
When in Teletext mode, the volume may still be altered to
the desired listening level.

Page Selection

Pages can beselected in twoways:
a. Press P+ or P- button to increase or decrease the
page number by one.
b. By entering the page number, using the number
keys onthe remote control.

If the top ofthe page indicates that sub pages are being transmitted yetthe page
does notchange . Then the number atthe top of the page is there toindicated
that the broadcaster has updated the page’ s contents, there are nosub pages.
