Press A /¥ to select the Fine Tune option, and
then press 4/ P to start UP or DOWN fine tuning
until obtaining a relatively good picture effect. The
fine tuning function is for the purpose of improving
picture effect through fine tuning when that of a
certain program is not good enough. Normally, the
optimal picture effect can be obtained without fine
tuning when watching TV programs, and fine tuning
is to meet the need of adjusting a certain program.
