2. Keep these instructions --- These safety and operating instructions must be kept in a safe place for future reference.

3. Head all warnings --- All warnings on the product and in the instructions must be observed closely.

4. Follow all instructions --- All operating instructions must be followed.

5. Attachments --- Only use attachments/accessories specified by the manufacturer. Do not use attachments not
recommended by the manufacturer. Use of improper attachments can result in accidents,

6. Power source --- This product is intended to be supplied by a listed power supply indicated on the marking label.
If you are not sure of the type of power supply to your home, consult your product dealer or local power company. For
added protection for this product during a lightning storm, or when it is left unattended and unused for long periods of
time, unplug it from the wall outlet and disconnect the cable system.

7. Power cord protection --- Protect the power cord from being walked on or pinched particularly at plugs,
convenience receptacles, and the point where they exit from the apparatus. 

8. Overloading --- Do not overload wall outlets, extension cords, or convenience receptacles on other
equipment as this can result in a risk of fire or electric shock.

Preparations
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Using the Remote Control

Use the remote control by pointing it towards the remote sensor window of the set.
Objects between the remote control and sensor window may prevent proper operation.

Note: the illustration is for your reference only, the remote sensor may locate differently
with different model.

Cautions regarding use of remote control

Do not expose the remote control to shock. In addition, do not expose the remote
control to liquids, and do not place in an area with high humidity.
Do not install or place the remote control under direct sunlight. The heat may cause deformation of the unit.
The remote control may not work properly if the remote sensor window of the main unit is under direct sunlight or
strong lighting. In such a case, change the angle of the lighting or LCD TV set, or operate the remote control closer
to the remote sensor window.

If the remote control fails to operate the LCD TV functions, replace the batteries in the remote control.

Precautions on battery use

Improper use of batteries can result in a leakage of chemicals and/or explosion. Be sure to follow the instructions below.

Place batteries with their terminals corresponding to the (+) and (-) indications.

Different types of batteries have different characteristics. Do not mix batteries of different types.
Do not mix old and new batteries. Mixing old and new batteries can shorten the life of new batteries and/or cause old
batteries to leak chemicals.

Remove batteries as soon as they are non-operable. Chemicals that leak from batteries can cause a rash. If chemical
leakage is found, wipe with a cloth.

The batteries supplied with the product may have a shorter life expectancy due to storage conditions.

If the remote control is not used for an extended period of time, remove the batteries from the remote control.

Teletext broadcasts pages of information and entertainment to specially equipped television sets.
Your System receives Teletext signals broadcast by a TV network, and decodes them into graphical format
for viewing. News, weather and sports information, stock exchange prices and programme previews are
among the many services available.

Teletext Mode
Teletext is turned on/off with the TEXT button on the remote control unit. You can
operate your System in Teletext mode directly by inputting commands with the
remote control unit.
