Receiver Location

Locate at a comfortable distance for viewing. Avoid placing where sunlight or other bright light (including
reflections) will fall on the screen.

Keep away from areas of excessive
heat or moisture.

Adjust the stand to your desired angle. The stand angle can be adjusted between 5 ° forward and 10 °
back, and rotated 20 ° to the right / left.
