1.1 Safety

Sets the colours to Normal, Warm (reddish) or
Cool (bluish).

Picture

The blue light is on, but there is no picture
• Verify if the antenna is connected properly.
• Verify if the correct device is selected.

The sound is on, but there is no picture
• Verify the contrast or brightness setting in the

menu.

The TV picture is poor
• Verify if the antenna is connected properly.
• Loudspeakers, non-earthed audio devices, neon

lights, high buildings or mountains can influence
the picture quality.Try to improve the picture by
changing the antenna direction or place devices
away from the TV.

• Verify if the correct TV system is chosen in the
Manual installation menu.

• If only a certain channel is poor, try to fine tune
this channel in the Fine tune menu. See section

The picture has poor colour

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The picture position on screen is not correct
• Some picture signals from some devices do not

Sound

There is a picture but no sound
• Verify the volume is not set to 0.
• Verify the sound has not been muted with the

• Verify if all cables are connected properly.

The sound is poor

HDMI connections

Trouble with devices connected with HDMI

device to another and back again to restart the
HDCP procedure.
