4.3 CONNECTING A PC

4.3.1 USING RGB (VGA) OR DVIVIDEO INPUT

I Connect the 15-pin D-Sub RGB(VGA) connector of the PC to the
RGB-IN connector of the monitor.

CLEANING

Cautions When Using the Display

Do not bring your hands, face or objects close to the ventilation
holes of the display. Top of display is usually very hot due to the
high temperature of exhaust air being released through the
ventilation holes.
