B Place battery pack in charging stand. Align raised rib
on battery pack with groove in charging stand.
See Figure 1.

B Press down on battery pack o be sure contacts on
battery pack engage properly with contacts in charging
stand.

B The charge indicator light (LED), located on the
charging stand, will light up red and glow when the
charger is properly connected to power supply. This
light indicates the charger is operating properly. It will

remain on until battery pack is removed from charging
stand or the charger is disconnected from power
supply.

B Note: If charger does not charge battery pack, return
battery pack and charger t0 your nearest Sears Repair
Center for slectrical check.

B After normal usage, a 3 hours or less of charging time
is required 1o fully recharge battery pack. Note: if
battery pack is completely discharged, 6 hours or
longer of charging time is required to fully recharge
battery pack.
