®o Bright Ambient Lighting

Reflections and glare caused by bright ambient lighting may make it hard to see
the display in the monitor, particularly when the camera is used outdoors. This can
be addressed by holding the E-Fn button to trigger outdoor mode. This function
is available in the shooting mode. Outdoor mode can also be enabled using the
SCREEN SET-UP > MONITOR SUNLIGHT MODE option (E&E 117).

®o Histograms
Histograms show the distribution of tones in the image. Brightness is shown by the
horizontal axis, the number of pixels by the vertical axis.

Optimal exposure: Pixels are distributed in an even curve
throughout the tone range.

Overexposed: Pixels are clustered at the right side of the graph.

First Steps

[Inserting the Battery and a Memory Card
Insert the battery and memory card as described below.

1 Open the battery-chamber cover.

@ Be sure the camera is off before open-
ing the battery-chamber cover.

® Do not open the battery-chamber
cover when the camera is on. Fail-
ure to observe this precaution could
result in damage to image files or
memory cards.

® Do not use excessive force when handling the battery-chamber cover.

Align the orange stripe on the battery Orange stripe S
with the orange battery latch and slide
the battery into the camera, keeping the
battery latch pressed to one side. Con-
firm that the battery is securely latched.

® Insert the battery in the correct orienta-
tion. Do NoT use force or attempt to insert
the battery upside down or backwards. Battery latch
The battery will slide in easily in the correct orientation.

3 Insert the memory card.
Holding the memory card in the
orientation shown at right, slide
it in until it clicks into place at the
back of the slot.

® Be sure card is in the correct orienta-
tion; do not insert at an angle or use
force. If the memory card is not cor-
rectly inserted or no memory card is
inserted, M will appear in the LCD
monitor and internal memory will
be used for recording and playback.

® SD/SDHC/SDXC memory cards can
be locked, making it impossible
to format the card or to record or
delete images. Before inserting an
SD/SDHC/SDXC memory card, slide
the write-protect switch to the un-
locked position.

FUJIFILM and SanDisk SD, SDHC, and SDXC memory cards have been ap-
proved for use in the camera. A complete list of approved memory cards
is available at http//www.fujifilm.com/support/digital_cameras/compatibilityy/.
Operation is not guaranteed with other cards. The camera can not be used
with xD-Picture Cards or MultiMediaCard (MMC) devices.

® Memory Cards

« Do not turn the camera off or remove the memory card while the memory card is
being formatted or data are being recorded to or deleted from the card. Failure to
observe this precaution could damage the card.

- Format SD/SDHC/SDXC memory cards before first use, and be sure to reformat all
memory cards after using them in a computer or other device. For more information
on formatting memory cards, see “[E FORMAT" (EZ 123).

« Memory cards are small and can be swallowed; keep out of reach of children. If a
child swallows a memory card, seek medical assistance immediately.

+ miniSD or microSD adapters that are larger or smaller than the standard dimensions
of an SD/SDHC/SDXC card may not eject normally; if the card does not eject, take
the camera to an authorized service representative. Do not forcibly remove the card.

- Do not affix labels to memory cards. Peeling labels can cause camera malfunction.

- Movie recording may be interrupted with some types of SD/SDHC/SDXC memory
card. Use a erass@ card or better when shooting HD or high-speed movies.

- The data in internal memory may be erased or corrupted when the camera is re-

paired. Please note that the repairer will be able to view pictures in internal memory.

« Formatting a memory card or internal memory in the camera creates a folder in

which pictures are stored. Do not rename or delete this folder or use a computer or
other device to edit, delete, or rename image files. Always use the camera to delete
pictures from memory cards and internal memory; before editing or renaming files,
copy them to a computer and edit or rename the copies, not the originals.

O Batteries

« Remove dirt from the battery terminals with a clean, dry cloth. Failure to observe this

precaution could prevent the battery from charging.

- Do not affix stickers or other objects to the battery. Failure to observe this precaution

could make it impossible to remove the battery from the camera.

« Do not short the battery terminals. The battery could overheat.
+ Read the cautions in “The Battery and Power Supply” (EZ iv).
- Use only battery chargers designated for use with the battery. Failure to observe this

precaution could result in product malfunction.

- Do not remove the labels from the battery or attempt to split or peel the outer casing.
- The battery gradually loses its charge when not in use. Charge the battery one or

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[ Charging the Battery

The battery is not charged at shipment. Charge the battery before use. The
camera charges the battery internally.

For best results, move the camera in a small circle at a steady speed, keeping the
camera horizontal and being careful only to pan in the direction shown by the
guides. If the desired results are not achieved, try panning at a different speed.

The camera takes up to three shots each time the shutter
button is pressed, softening the background to emphasize
the main subject. The amount of softening can be adjusted
before shooting by rotating the command dial. Use for por-
traits or photos of flowers similar to those produced by SLR
cameras.

@ Softening can not be applied to background objects that are too close to the main
subject. If a message stating that the camera can not create the effect is displayed
when the camera focuses, try backing away from your subject and zooming in. The
camera may also be unable to soften the background if the subject is moving; if
prompted, check the results and try again.

Each time the shutter button is pressed, the camera makes
four exposures and combines them into a single photo-
graph.
