If the service being used includes a box
with two different outputs for two different (distant) rooms, then scanning channels should help to find the signal. Be aware that the channel to be
selected varies from provider to provider, meaning you may have to call your provider company so they can provide you with the specific channel to use
with high-definition TV sets. Some examples of these channels are: 105, 106, 115 and 116.
