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BATTERIES

Your TV uses four AA batteries (not supplied).
For the best performance and longest life, we
recommend RadioShack alkaline batteries.

Cautions:

* Use only fresh batteries of the required
size and recommended type.

* Do not mix old and new batteries,
different types of batteries (standard,
alkaline, or rechargeable), or
rechargeable batteries of different
capacities.

Follow these steps to install the batteries.

1. Lift up the stand then slide off the battery
compartment’s cover (on the back of the
TV) in the direction of the arrow and
remove it.
