The restrictions for these two
groups work independently:

If a household includes very young
children as well as young adullts,
the TV guidelines must be set up
separately for each age group.

Under certain
conditions (depending on the rating of the local TV programs) the V-Chip might lock out all the
channels.

In this case, use the Menu button for an “emergency escape”:

Select the V-Chip on the Menu. Enter your PIN number, and press the ENTER ' button to
temporarily disable the V-Chip Lock.

Attaching a Wall or Arm mounting device

The TV supports VESA mounting standard for use with various VESA mounting
devices. To install any VESA mounting device, please follow the instructions given.

Temperature

e If your TV is suddenly moved from a cold to awarm place, unplug the power cord,
and allow at least two hours for moisture that may have formed inside the unit to dry
completely.

If you plan to take your TV with you to aforeign country, please be aware of the
different television systems that are in use around the world. A TV designed for one
system may not work properly with another system due to differencesin the TV channel
frequencies.
