When English is the entry language, you are
shown an English word.

Then press Y until you see Learn A Word.

4. Type your guess and press ENTER.

5. To give up and reveal the word, press A.

Flashcards

Flashcards flashes words for you to learn the

translation of.

To go back to the game, press BACK.

5. Press » to play a new round.

Gender Tutor

In Gender Tutor, you must guess whether the

word on the screen is masculine or feminine.

Note: You can only play Gender Tutor using

Spanish nouns.
