STEP 4. ASSEMBLE FRONT WHEEL
TO FORK

Position the AXLE CAP over the pedal crank (see
illustration). Next, using the Phillips screwdriver, tap and
drive a 1" LENGTH SCREW into the hole closest to the
top of the fork. Do the same with a %” LENGTH SCREW
in the remaining hole. Repeat this step for the other side
of the fork.

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STEP 5. ATTACHING REAR WHEELS

Place the rear axle onto a small BLOCK OF WOOD, as
shown. Secure a PALNUT to one end of AXLE using the
PALNUT tool. With the three spokes facing out, slide axle
through one wheel. Then, slide a CLICKER onto the
AXLE in the position shown. Push the assembly through
the left side of the body.

Slide the remaining CLICKER onto axle as shown. Put
other rear wheel (with 3 spokes out) onto the rear axle.

STEP 6. FASTENING REAR WHEELS

Put a PALNUT on the end of the rear axle. Using the
PALNUT TOOL and hammer, fasten the PALNUT as
shown.

Make sure BLOCK OF WOOD is positioned as shown.
