Adjusting the Volume

From the Menu page, touch Volume. Touch
= and = to adjust the master volume.
Touch the box next to Mute to mute all
audio.

To adjust the volume levels for the voice
prompts, the media player, and the phone,
touch Mixer. Adjust the levels as needed.
Touch Restore to return the volume settings
to the original levels.

Locking the Screen

To prevent accidental screen touches, slide
the Power key to the right (@). To unlock
the screen, slide the Power key to the
center position.

You can also enter
letters contained in the name to narrow the
search.

2. Using the on-screen keyboard, enter
letters in the name. Touch Done.

Setting a Home Location
You can set a home location for the place
you return to most often.

Going Home
After you set your home location, you can
route to it at any time by touching Where
to? > Go Home.

Changing Your Home Location
To change your home location, you must
first delete it from Favorites.

After you delete your home location, reset
it by following the steps of “Setting a
Home Location.”

Finding Recently-Found

Places

Your niivi stores the last 50 of your recent
finds in the Recently Found list. The most-
recently viewed places appear at the top
of the list. Touch Where to? > Recently
Found to view your recently found items.

Deleting Recently Found Places
To remove all places from the Recently
Found list, touch Clear > Yes.

NOTE: When you touch Clear, all items
from the list are removed. This process
does not delete the actual place from your
niivi.

Favorites

You can save places in your Favorites so
you can quickly find them and create routes
to them. Your home location is also stored
in Favorites.

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Making Hands Free
Phone Calls

Using Bluetooth wireless technology, your
niivi can connect to your mobile phone to
become a hands-free device. To determine
whether your mobile phone with Bluetooth
technology is compatible with the niivi,
visit www.garmin.com/bluetooth.

Bluetooth wireless technology establishes
a wireless link between devices, such as a
mobile phone and the niivi. The first time
you use two devices together you must
“pair” them by establishing a relationship
using a PIN/ passkey. After the initial
pairing, the two devices can connect
automatically each time you turn them on.

NOTE: You might have to set your
mobile phone to connect to the niivi
automatically when it is turned on.
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NOTE: The default Bluetooth
technology setting is Disabled. See
page 34 to enable Bluetooth technology.

Pairing Your Phone

To pair and connect, your phone and the
niivi must be turned on and be within 10
meters of each other.

Initiate pairing from your niivi or from your
phone. Refer to your phone instructions.

To pair using your phone settings:

1. Enable the Bluetooth component on
your phone. This might be in a menu
called Settings, Bluetooth, Connections,
or Hands-free.

2. Initiate a search for Bluetooth devices.

3. Select the nivi from the list of devices.

4. Enter the nlvi Bluetooth PIN (1234) into
your phone.

Making Hands-Free Phone Calls

To pair using the niivi settings:
1. From the Menu page, touch Tools >
Settings > Bluetooth > Add.

2. Enable Bluetooth component on
your phone and enable Find Me/
Discoverable/Visible mode. These
settings might be in a Bluetooth,
Connections, or Hands-free menu.

3. Touch OK on the niivi.

4. Select your phone, and touch OK.

5. Enter the nivi Bluetooth PIN (1234) in
your phone.

When your phone is connected to your
niivi, you are ready to make phone calls.
Touch Hands Free to access the Hands
Free phone menu.

When you turn on the niivi, it tries to
connect to the last phone to which it was
connected.

NOTE: Not all phones support all
features of the niivi Hands Free phone
menu.

Receiving a Call

When you get a call, the Incoming Call
window opens. Touch Answer to answer
the call. Touch Ignore to ignore the call
and stop your phone from ringing.

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Caring for Your niivi

Your niivi contains sensitive electronic
components that can be permanently
damaged if exposed to excessive shock or
vibration. To minimize the risk of damage
to your niivi, avoid dropping your unit
and operating it in high-shock and high-
vibration environments.

Cleaning the Unit

The niivi is constructed of high-quality
materials and does not require user
maintenance other than cleaning. Clean
the outer casing of the unit (not the touch
screen) using a cloth dampened with a
mild detergent solution, and then wipe dry.
Avoid chemical cleaners and solvents that
can damage plastic components.
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Cleaning the Touch Screen
Clean the touch screen with a soft, clean,
lint-free cloth. Use water, isopropyl
alcohol, or eyeglass cleaner, if needed.
Apply the liquid to the cloth, and then
gently wipe the touch screen.

Protecting Your niivi

Do not store the niivi where prolonged
exposure to extreme temperatures can
occur, because it can cause permanent
damage.

Do not expose the niivi to water.
Contact with water can cause this unit to
malfunction.

* Although a PDA stylus can be used to
operate the touch screen, never attempt
this while operating a vehicle. Never
use a hard or sharp object to operate
the touch screen because damage might
result.

* To avoid theft, remove the unit
and mount from sight when not in
use.

Locking Your niivi

Garmin Lock™ is a theft-deterrent system
that locks your niivi.

3. Enter a 4-digit PIN and drive to a
security location.
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What is a Security Location?
Your security location should be a location
you return to often, such as your home. If
the niivi has satellite signals and you are
at the security location, you do not need to
enter the PIN.

NOTE: If you forget your PIN and
your security location, you must send
your niivi to Garmin to get it unlocked.
You must also send a valid product
registration or proof of purchase.

Calibrating the Screen

If the touch screen is not responding
propetly, calibrate the touch screen. Slide
the Power key to the left and hold it for 8
seconds. Release the Power key, and press
your finger to the screen.

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Resetting the nivi

If the niivi stops functioning, turn it off and
on again. If the problem persists, slide the
Power key to the left and hold it there for
a minimum of § seconds. The niivi should
operate normally.

You can also remove and then reinstall the
battery to reset the niivi.

All original settings are restored. Any items
that you have saved are erased.

Battery Information

Your niivi contains a user-replaceable,
lithium-ion battery. To maximize the
lifetime of the battery, do not leave your
niivi in direct sunlight, and avoid prolonged
exposure to excessive heat.

The EIER battery icon in the corner of the
Menu page indicates the status of the niivi
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battery. To increase the accuracy of the
battery gauge, fully discharge the battery
and then fully charge it. Do not unplug the
niivi until it is totally charged.

You can also use the Suspend/Resume
mode to put your niivi in “sleep” mode

and to quickly wake it up. With your niivi
powered on, slide the Power key to the left.
Operation is suspended. Slide the Power
key to the left again to resume operation.

To completely turn off your niivi, remove
the battery.
