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Step 3: Install the Battery

WARNING: This product contains a lithium-
ion battery. To prevent damage, remove the
unit from the vehicle or store it out of direct
sunlight.

1. Locate the rectangular lithium-ion
battery included in the product box.

2. Locate the metal contacts on the end
of the lithium-ion battery.

3. Insert the battery so that the metal
contacts on the battery match up with
the metal contacts inside the battery
compartment.

4. Press the battery down into place.

5. Slide the battery cover back on until it
clicks into place.
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Step 4: Mount the nivi

1. Clean and dry your windshield with
a lint-free cloth. Remove the clear
plastic from the suction cup, and
clean it with a lint-free cloth.

2. Plug the vehicle power cable (with
integrated traffic receiver) into the
power connector on the cradle.

4. Place the suction cup on the
windshield.

5. Flip the lever back, toward the
windshield.

6. Fit the bottom of your nlvi into the
cradle.

7. Tilt the nlvi back until it snaps into
place.

8. Plug the other end of the vehicle
power cable into a power outlet in
your vehicle. Your unit should turn on
automatically if it is plugged in and
your vehicle is running.

9. Secure the antenna to the windshield
using the suction cups.

Step 5: Configure the
navi

To turn on your niivi, slide the (') Power
key to the left. Follow the on-screen
instructions.

Step 6: Acquire Satellites
1. Go outdoors to an open area, out of
garages, and away from tall buildings.

2. Stop your vehicle, and turn on the
navi. Acquiring satellite signals can
take a few minutes.

The bars indicate GPS satellite

strength. When at least one bar is green,

the niivi has acquired satellite signals.

Now you can select a destination and

navigate to it. For more information

about GPS, go to www.garmin.com/
aboutGPS.

Your route is marked with a magenta
line. As you travel, your niivi guides you
to your destination with voice prompts,
arrows on the map, and directions at the
top of the map. If you depart from the
original route, your niivi recalculates the
route and provides new directions.

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Adding a Stop

You can add a stop (called a Via Point)
to your route. The niivi gives you
directions to the Via Point and then to
your final destination.

1. With a route active, touch Menu >
Where to?.

2. Search for the extra stop.

3. Touch Go!.

4. Touch Add as Via Point to add this
stop before your destination. Touch

Set as new Destination to make this
your new final destination.

Taking a Detour
1. With a route active, touch Menu.

2. Touch Detour.

The niivi attempts to get you back

on your original route as quickly as
possible. If the route you are currently
taking is the only reasonable option, the
niivi might not calculate a detour.

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Stopping the Route
1. With a route active, touch Menu.

2. Touch Stop.

Adjusting the Volume
From the Menu page, touch Volume.
Touch == and 4 to adjust the master
volume. Touch the box next to Mute to
mute all audio.

To adjust the volume levels for the voice
prompts, the media players, and the
phone, touch Mixer. Adjust the levels

as needed. Touch Restore to return the
volume settings to the original levels.

Locking the Screen

To prevent accidental screen touches,
slide the Power key to the right (@). To
unlock the screen, slide the Power key
to the center position.

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Finding a Place by
Spelling the Name

If you know the name of the location you
are looking for, you can spell it using the
on-screen keyboard. You can also enter
letters contained in the name to narrow
the search.

1. Touch Where to? > Points of
Interest > Spell Name.

2. Using the on-screen keyboard, enter
letters in the name. Touch Done.

Setting a Home Location
You can set a home location for the place
you return to most often.

1. Touch Where to? > Go Home.
2. Select an option.

After you set your home location, you
can route to it at any time by touching
Where to? > Go Home.

To change your home location, you must
first delete it from Favorites.

After you delete your home location,
reset it by following the steps on page 9.

Finding Recently-Found

Places

Your niivi stores the last 50 of your
recent finds in the Recently Found list.
The most recently viewed places appear
at the top of the list. Touch Where to? >
Recently Found to view your recently
found items.

Deleting Recently Found
Places

To remove all places from the Recently
Found list, touch Clear > Yes.

NOTE: When you touch Clear, all
items from the list are removed. This
process does not delete the actual place
from your niivi.

Favorites

You can save places in your Favorites
so you can quickly find them and create
routes to them. Your home location is
also stored in Favorites.

Saving Your Current Location
From the Map page, touch @ Touch
Save Location to save your current
location.

Saving Places You Find
1. After you have found a place you
want to save, touch Save.

2. Touch OK. The place is saved in
Favorites.

Finding Saved Places

1. Touch Where to?.

2. Touch Favorites. Your saved
locations are listed.
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Finding Your Last Position
Each time you remove the niivi from the
cradle before you turn off the niivi, your
Last Position is automatically saved.

To navigate to your last position, touch

Where to? > Favorites > Last Position.

The Last Position point is overwritten
each time you remove the niivi from the
cradle before you turn off the niivi.

2. Touch the location you want to edit.

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Entering Coordinates

If you know the geographic coordinates
of your destination, you can use your
niivi to navigate to your destination
using the latitude and longitude
coordinates. This can be especially
helpful when geocaching.

1. Touch Where to? > Coordinates.

2. Touch Format to select the correct
coordinate format for the type of map
you are using.

3. Enter the coordinates, and touch
Done.

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Navigating Off Road

If you are not following roadways as

you navigate, use off road mode. Touch
Tools > Settings > Navigation > Route
Preference > Off Road > OK. Select a
destination and touch Go! to navigate off
road to the destination.

Walking to a Destination
If you are walking to your destination,
use pedestrian mode to optimize your
route for walking. Touch Tools >
Settings > System > Usage Mode >
Pedestrian > OK.

Touch E View map to open the Map page. The 8, vehicle icon shows your current
location. A speed limit icon (29) could appear as you travel on major roadways.

Touch and drag the map to view a different area of the map (see page 14). Touch * to
zoom in, and touch == to zoom out. Touch Menu to return to the Menu page.

Turn List Page

When you are navigating a route, the
Turn List page displays turn-by-turn
instructions for your entire route and the
distance between turns.

Touch the text bar on the top of the Map
page to open the Turn List page. Touch
a turn on the list to view the Next Turn
page for that turn. Touch Show Map to
view the entire route on the map.

Next Turn Page

When you are navigating a route, the
Next Turn page shows the turn on the
map and the distance and time left before
you reach the turn.

To view an upcoming turn on the map,
touch the Turn In field on the Map page,
or touch any turn from the Turn List

page.
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Trip Computer Page

The Trip Computer page displays your
current speed and provides helpful
statistics about your trip.

To view the Trip Computer page, touch
the Speed or Arrival field on the Map

page.

If you make frequent stops, leave the
niivi turned on so it can accurately
measure elapsed time during the trip.

Resetting Trip Computer

If you want accurate trip information,
reset the trip computer before beginning
a trip. Touch Reset Trip to reset the
information on the Trip Computer page.
Touch Reset Max to reset the maximum
speed.

Making Hands-Free
Phone Calls

Using Bluetooth wireless technology,
your niivi can connect to your mobile
phone to become a hands-free device. To
determine whether your mobile phone
with Bluetooth technology is compatible
with the niivi, visit www.garmin.com/
bluetooth.

Bluetooth wireless technology
establishes a wireless link between
devices, such as a mobile phone and the
niivi. The first time you use two devices
together you must “pair” them by
establishing a relationship using a PIN/
passkey. After the initial pairing, the two
devices can connect automatically each
time you turn them on.

NOTE: You might have to set your
mobile phone to connect to the niivi
automatically when it is turned on.

Pairing Your Phone

To pair and connect, your phone and
your niivi must be turned on and be
within 10 meters of each other.

Initiate pairing from your niivi or
from your phone. Refer to your phone
instructions.

To pair using your phone settings:

1. Enable the Bluetooth component
on your phone. This might be in a
menu called Settings, Bluetooth,
Connections, or Hands-free.

2. Initiate a search for Bluetooth
devices.

3. Select the niivi from the list of
devices.

4. Enter the nlvi Bluetooth PIN (1234)
into your phone.
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To pair using the niivi settings:
1. From the Menu page, touch Tools >
Settings > Bluetooth > Add.

2. Enable the Bluetooth component on
your phone and enable Find Me/
Discoverable/Visible mode. These
settings might be in a Bluetooth,
Connections, or Hands-free menu.

3. Touch OK on the nivi.

4. Select your phone, and touch OK.

5. Enter the nlivi Bluetooth PIN (1234)
in your phone.

When your phone is connected to your

niivi, you are ready to make phone calls.

When you turn on the niivi, it tries to
connect to the last phone to which it was
connected.

Receiving a Call

When you get a call, the Incoming Call
window opens. Touch Answer to answer
the call. Touch Ignore to ignore the call
and stop your phone from ringing.

Making Hands-Free Phone Calls

The internal microphone is in the front
of the niivi; speak normally.

During a call, the [€” In Call icon
appears. Touch (&7 > End Call to hang
up. Touch & > Call Options for the
following options:

* Touch Tones—displays a keypad
page so that you can use automated
systems, such as voice mail.

* Transfer Audio To Phone—this is
helpful if you want to turn off the
niivi, but remain on the call or if you
need privacy. To switch back, touch
Transfer Audio To Device.

*  Mute Microphone.
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Making Hands-Free Phone Calls
Using Call Waiting

When you are on a call and you receive
a second call (call waiting), the niivi
displays the Incoming Call window.
Touch Answer to answer the call. The
first call is placed on hold.

To switch between calls:
1. Touch |7 > Switch To.

2. Touch End Call to hang up. This

does not disconnect the call on hold.

Using Your Phone Book

Each time your phone connects with the
niivi, the phone book is automatically
loaded into the niivi. It could take a

few minutes for the phone book to be
available. Phone book transfer is not
available on all phones.

1. Touch Phone > Phone Book.

2. Touch the phone book entry (contact)
you want to call.

3. Touch Dial to call the contact, or
touch Compose to send an SMS/text
message.

Dialing a Point of Interest
1. Touch Phone > POI Dial.

2. Search for the point of interest you
want to call.

3. Touch Dial or .
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Dialing a Number
1. Touch Phone > Dial.

2. Enter the number, and touch Dial.

Viewing Your Call History
Each time your phone connects to the
niivi, your call history is automatically
transferred to the niivi. It can take a few
minutes to transfer this data to the niivi.

1. Touch Phone > Call History.

2. Touch a category to view those calls.

The calls are listed in chronological
order. The most recent calls are at
the top of the list.

3. Touch an entry, and touch Dial.

Calling Home
Enter a phone number for your home
location so you can quickly call home.
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To enter your phone number:
1. Touch Phone > Call Home.

2. Touch Enter Phone Number to use
the keypad page or Select From
Phonebook (only available if your
phone supports phone book transfer).

3. Touch Done > Yes. The nivi dials
your home phone number.

NOTE: To edit your home location
or phone number, touch Where to? >
Favorites > Home > Edit.

To call home:
1. Touch Phone > Call Home.

2. The nlvi dials your home phone
number.
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Making Hands-Free Phone Calls

Placing Calls Using Voice Dial
If you phone supports voice dialing, you
can place calls by speaking the contact’s
name.

1. Touch Phone > Voice Dial.

2. Speak the contact name.

NOTE: You might need to “train”
your phone to recognize your voice
dial commands. Refer to your phone
instructions.

Phone Status

Touch Phone > Phone Status to check
the battery level and signal strength of
your phone.

SMS/Text Messaging

If your phone supports SMS/text
messaging using Bluetooth technology,
you can send and receive text messages
on the niivi.
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To review an incoming text
message:

When you get a text message, the
Incoming Message window opens.
Touch Review to open your inbox, or
touch Ignore to close the window.

To send a text message:
1. Touch Phone > Text Message >
Compose.

2. Select an option to choose the text
message recipient.

3. Touch Keyboard Input.
4. Enter the message, and touch Done.

5. If you want to attach a POl to the
message, touch Add Point, and
search for a POI.

6. Touch Send or Send as Location
Message, if applicable, to send the
message.
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NOTE: Messages sent from your niivi
do not appear in the outbox on your
phone.

To send a location message:
Location messages contain text and GPS
information that other niivi users can
view. Non-niivi users receive a plain
text message with latitude/longitude
coordinates.

1. Touch Phone > Text Message >
Compose.

2. Select an option to choose the text
message recipient.

3. Select a type of message to send,
such as Meet me at... or Go to....

4. Select a location, and then touch
Send as Location Message.

5. Select Modify to edit the message, if
necessary.

6. Select Send to send the message.
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To view your messages:
1. Touch Phone > Text Message.

2. Touch Inbox, Outbox, or Drafts.
3. Touch a message.
4. Select an option.

Watching Digital TV

Before you can watch digital TV, you
must first install the TvCard and activate
the TV service. See page 2 for more
information.

NOTE: To watch digital mobile
television, the niivi must be in a “3”
DVB-H (Digital Video Broadcasting
for Handheld devices) coverage area.
Coverage is guaranteed for outdoor
use only.

Your 6-month free trial begins the first
time you watch TV using the niivi 900.
For information on requesting your PPC
(PIN for Parental Control), subscribing
to additional channels, and renewing TV
packages, see the instructions included
in the TvCard envelope and see
www.la3tv.it.
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1. Extend (pull out) the TV antenna.
2. Verify that you are in a “3" DVB-H

coverage area. See www.la3tv.it.

3. From the Menu page, touch TV.

Touch A and V to select a channel.
Touch + and - to adjust the volume.

DVB-H signal strength and system
messages are displayed in the status
bar in the lower-right corner of the
screen. If the signal is weak or absent,
move to a different location in the “3”
DVB-H coverage area.
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NOTE: Not all channels are available
with the 6-month trial service.

Your niivi contains sensitive electronic
components that can be permanently
damaged if exposed to excessive shock
or vibration. To minimize the risk of
damage to your niivi, avoid dropping
your unit and operating it in high-shock
and high-vibration environments.

Cleaning the Unit

The niivi is constructed of high-quality
materials and does not require user
maintenance other than cleaning. Clean
the outer casing of the unit (not the
touch screen) using a cloth dampened
with a mild detergent solution, and
then wipe dry. Avoid chemical cleaners
and solvents that can damage plastic
components.

Cleaning the Touch Screen
Clean the touch screen with a soft, clean,
lint-free cloth. Use water, isopropyl
alcohol, or eyeglass cleaner, if needed.
Apply the liquid to the cloth, and then
gently wipe the touch screen.

Protecting Your niivi

Do not store the niivi where
prolonged exposure to extreme
temperatures can occur, because it
can cause permanent damage.

Do not expose the niivi to water.
Contact with water can cause this unit
to malfunction.

To increase the accuracy

of the battery gauge, fully discharge the

battery and then fully charge it. Do not

unplug the niivi until it is totally charged.
