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INSTRUCTION MANUAL
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Sit down to a few hands with your new
Draw Poker from Radica and experience all
the thrills and excitement of high-stakes
poker without the risk of losing your life
savings. Faster dealing keeps the game
moving as you try to draw the best hand
you can.

Button Functions:

OneDealeDraw - Press this button to turn
the game on, deal your first five (5) cards (5
points will automatically be bet). After you
HOLD the cards you want to keep, press
this button again to DRAW new cards.

Hold (5) — Press these buttons according
to which card you want to keep. Press
these buttons again to release the HOLD
on that card.

Sound - Press this button to turn the
sound on or off.

HigheScore - Press this button at any time
to see the highest score achieved on this
unit since the last time the computer was
reset or the last time the batteries were
installed or re-inserted.

Reset - Press this button to reset the
game. This will erase the high score
achieved on this unit.
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LIGHT - Slide the button to the left to turn
the light on and right to turn off. Remember
to turn off the light after playing to save
battery.

PROTECTIVE LID - Press side button to
open lid. The lid can be removed by pop-
ping off hinge points.

PLAYING THE GAME:

Turn on the game by pressing the
OneDeal=Draw button.

Press the OneDealeDraw button again to
deal your first set of cards. Five (5) points
are automatically bet.

Select the cards you wish to hold by using
the Hold buttons, which are located direct-
ly below each card.

Press the OneDealeDraw to receive your
next set of cards. If you have a winning
hand, your points will increase by the
amount listed on the pay table on the back
of your game.

NOTE: If your point total gets down to
zero, 100 points is automatically added to
your total. Maximum displayable score:
99,995.

SLEEP MODE:

Flip Top Poker will go to sleep after one
minute of non-activity. To wake the game,
press the OneDeal=Draw button.

BATTERY INSTALLATION:

This game is powered by two (2) AAA bat-
teries.

*Using a screwdriver, loosen the screw
until the battery compartment door can
be removed.

e Insert two (2) AAA batteries (we recom-
mend alkaline) as indicated inside the
battery compartment.

* Replace the battery compartment door
and tighten the screw with a screwdriver.
Do not over-tighten.

ADULT SUPERVISION IS RECOMMEND-
