Wearing the headphones

Wear the earpiece

marked R in your @

right ear and the one *

marked L in your left ear. @
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Parts and controls

Volume + Increases the volume.

Center button | iPod: Press once to play or pause the current track. Quickly
press twice to skip to the next track. Quickly press three times
toskip to the previous track. If the MP3 player has a
“VoiceQver" feature, press and hold to activate the feature.
iPods and MP3 players are not mobile phones. They would not
be able to answer/end calls, reject calls, etc.

iPhone: Press once to answer orend a call.

Press and hold for about two seconds to reject an incoming
all.

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Earbud tips

Small, medium, and large earbud tips are included. Select the
earbud tips that fit comfortably and snugly in your ears.

To detach an earbud tip

While holding the headphone, twist and pull the earbud tip off.
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Tip: If the earbud tip slips and cannot be detached, wrap itina
dry soft cloth for a better grip.

To attach an earbud tip

Push the end of the earbud tip into the headphone. Make sure
that the end of the earbud piece is fully covered.
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Cleaning the earbud tips
Remove the earbud tips from the headphones, and wash them
with a mild detergent solution.

Precautions

« Keep your headphones clean at all times
especially the inside of the earbud tip.

« Ifany dust or ear wax accumulates inside the
earbud tip, you may experience poor audio quality.

« Listening with headphones at high volume can damage
your hearing.

« For traffic safety, do not use while driving or cycling.

« The earbud tips may deteriorate from long term use or
storage.

« Install the earbud tips firmly onto the earbud. If an earbud

tipis loose, it may detach and become lodged in your ear.

If you store your audio device with the headphones

attached, make sure that no headphone buttons are

automatically pressed.

Note on static electricity

In particularly dry air conditions, you may feel a mild tingling
inyour ears. This is a result of static electricity accumulated in
the body, and not a malfunction of the headphones. The effect
can be minimized by wearing clothes made from natural
materials like cotton.
