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What is LocationFree®?

LocationFree® allows you to watch TV programs or recorded video from any room in your home, or
even away from home. You can stream video from a Base Station connected to a DVD recorder (or other
video device) to a device such as a computer or PSPe (PlayStationgPortable) via a wireless network or
the Internet.

You can also operate the video device (e.g., record/playback/stop) through on-screen remote control.

What is the LocationFree® Base Station?

The functions of the LocationFree® Base Station

To make use of LocationFree®, you need a device called the LocationFree® Base Station. If you connect
video devices such as a DVD Recorder or a set-top box to the Base Station, it will be able to stream the
video content over the wireless network to LocationFree® client devices. With the Base Station placed
in a living room in your house, you can then enjoy video from anywhere in your home, on your computer

with the LocationFree® Player, or on other client devices which have the LocationFree® client feature.

You can also watch video while you are away from home, by connecting the LocationFree® Base Station
LF-V30 to the Internet via a router. You can make a connection over the Internet from your computer to

your LocationFree® Base Station LF-V30, via a hotspot (a public wireless access point, such as can be
found in cafes) or a 3G network. The Base Station LF-V30 will provide you with the video content from
video devices connected to the Base Station, wherever you are.

Finally, if you do not have a home wireless network, you can use the LocationFree® Base Station LF-
V30 as a wireless access point for your home, so you can connect your computer or other devices to a
home wireless network. If you have a home wireless network already, you can connect your Base Station
to your home wireless network.

What you can do with the LocationFree® Base Station

@ You can stream the video content from video devices connected to the Base Station to LocationFree®
client devices.

@ By using the Base Station LF-V30 as a wireless access point for your home, you can connect to the
Internet to browse or use e-mail from anywhere in your house.
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You can select from several types of connections depending on your LAN situation. It is not possible to
watch video on more than one registered LocationFree® client device at the same time.

® Connecting the Base Station and your device via a wireless router by wireless

Wireless Mode

The wireless communication function of the Base
Station LF-V30 works in one of the two wireless
modes; Access Point mode or Client mode. You
can change the mode with the WLAN switch on
the rear panel of the LF-V30 (& page 8).

Access Point mode

When you want to use the LF-V30 as a wireless
access point and connect your LocationFree®
client devices to the LF-V30 directly, or when
you want to connect your LF-V30 to your router
with a LAN cable, set the wireless mode to the
Access Point mode.

Client mode

If you want to position your LF-V30 at a distance
from your router and cannot connecta LAN cable
between them, set the wireless mode to the Client
mode. You can position your LF-V30 anywhere
within the signal range of your wireless router. In
this case, you cannot use your LF-V30 as a
wireless access point.

About Wireless LAN Security of the
Base Station

The Base Station supports security functions
[WEP], [WPA-PSK (TKIP)] and [WPA2-PSK
(AES)] in Access Point mode, and supports [No
Encryption], [WEP], [WPA-PSK (TKIP)],
[WPA-PSK (AES)], [WPA2-PSK (TKIP)] and
[WPA2-PSK (AES)] in Client mode. The
following explains the features of these security
functions.

® No Encryption

Although you can easily make settings, anyone
can intercept wireless communication or intrude
into your wireless network without any
sophisticated tools. Keep in mind that there is a
risk of unauthorized access or interception of
data.
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® WEP

WEP is the wireless LAN security technology
specified by IEEE802.11. It applies encryption to
communications to prevent outsiders from
intercepting communications or intruding into
your wireless network. There are two types of
encryption key length: 64-bit key and 128-bit key.
The 128-bit encryption key assures a higher
security level. Because many wireless devices
support WEP conventionally, WEP has high
compatibility. However, a decryption technique
exists, so using the same encryption key for an
extended period of time is not recommended.

® TKIP

TKIP is a security technology developed to
correct for the deficiencies of WEP.

® AES

AES is a security technology which uses an
advanced encryption method that is distinct from
WEDP and TKIP. AES assures a higher security
level than WEP or TKIP.

About Wireless LAN Security
settings of the Base Station

@® Access Point mode

The security for wireless LAN communication is
set to [WEP] at the time of purchase. To increase
the security level, switching to [WPA-PSK
(TKIP)] or [WPA2-PSK (AES)] is
recommended, depending on the security
technology supported by your wireless device.
