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Q Placement

Proper speakers system placement is important to
ensure optimum sound performance.

@ Place the center speaker above or close to the TV.

@ Place the subwoofer on the floor, at least one meter
away from the TV.

@ Place the front speakers at equal disctances from the
TV.

@ Place the rear speakers at normal listening ear level.

e Connect the radio antennas

Keep the antennas away from the electronic devices to
prevent unwanted interference.

@ Connect the FM antenna to the FM jack. Extend the
wire and fix its end to the wall.

@ Unfold the AM loop antenna and fix the claw into
the slot.

@ Connect the AM loop antenna to the AM jack. Place
the AM loop antenna on a shelf, or attach it to a
stand or wall.

Connect the various colored plugs from the speakers
and subwoofer to the same colored jacks at the rear of
the DVD system.
