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. Place the rear-end foam spacer on the rear of the chair base (Fig.5).

. Fully retract the foot and calf massager, remove the head pillow, then remove the backrest from the chair base (see Use and Care manual for assembly instructions).
. Place the box base on the floor with several feet of clearance on all sides (Fig.3).

. Using two people, gently lift the chair onto the chair base, placing the rear-end of the chair base onto the foam supports and the footrest in front of the supports.

. Insert the foam spacer between the footrest and the chair base, with the side flaps facing the front of the chair (Fig.4).

. Cover the chair base with one of the large protective plastic bags.

. Place the backrest spacer onto the chair base (Fig.5).

Insert the backrest into one of the large protective plastic bags.
Place the backrest onto the chair base face-up, with the top of the backrest located over the footrest Fig.6).

12. Place the rectangular cardboard and foam spacer on top of the backrest, with the foam facing down and aligned with the foam on the front-end spacer (Fig.8).

13. Slide the box sides gently over the chair, ensuring that all packaging material stays in place (Fig.9).

14. Insert the corner spacers into each corner (Fig.10).

15. Fold the top flaps down and secure the box using shipping bands (Fig.11).
