Sample Installation

The Compactll can be installed above or below the water
line. For mounting at or below the water line, a vented
loop must be included in the installation between the
bowl and the pump. All thru-hull fittings should include
readily accessible seacocks for safety and simplification
of maintenance. (This recommendation is made by the
American Boat and Yacht Council [ABYC] and marine
underwriters for all installations.) The Compact |l can be
easily combined with the Lectra/San or a holding tank for
acomplete U.S. Coast Guard approved sanitation system.
