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| .Carefully remove the fixture out of the carton,and check that all parts are included referring to the above
illustration.Make sure not to misplace any parts that are needed for the instaltation;

2.Screw the Fixture loop(1) onto the Nipple(2);
3. Thread Stem with hex nut (7) into Coupling(6) ,then insert Column(8), Wheel(9), Housing(1 I),onto Stem

with hex nut {7),and secure with Hex nut(10);

4.Insert the bottom end of Arm(15) into Housing(11),and lock it in place by Hex nut & lock washer(14),then
attach the top end of Arm(15) onto Arm(16} with Ball screw(17);

5.8lide Cap (12) onto Stem with hex nut (7), then thread Finial (13) on ;

6.Put Glass shade (4) over Socket (5), then secure with Socket ring (3);
