GENERAL PRECAUTIONS

¢ Do not use with power supply voltage other than 120V AC

* Avoid placing the lamp in areas that are dusty, humid/moist, lack
ventilation, or are subject to constant vibration.

* Not for use with light dimmers, timers, motion detectors, voltage
transformers, or extension cords.

* Do NOT use lubricating agent in bulb assembly.

* The light bulb may become loose during transit. To reinstall the light
bulb, see the bulb installation instructions on page 4.

¢ Close supervision is recommended when this lamp is used by or
near children, or others who may not understand the need for these
precautions.
